Notice is hereby given that the Town of Spencer is seeking sealed bids for Drainage Improvements on 
Charlton Road – Route 31 in the Town of Spencer.  Invitation for Bidders (IFB) Packages with 
specifications and a sample contract will be available on August 27, 2016, on the Town of Spencer website 
spencerma.gov (click “Bids” in lower left corner).  Registering and obtaining bid documents from the 
Spencer website is required.  If you have any problems obtaining the IFB online contact the Office of 
Utilities and Facilities, 3 Old Meadow Road, Spencer, Massachusetts 01562, during weekday business 
hours from 8:00 a.m. until 5:00 p.m. Monday through Thursday, or by calling (508) 885-7525. 
   
The Town will hold a pre-bid meeting for all interested bidders on Thursday September 1, 2016 @ 2:00 
PM at Spencer Memorial Town Hall, Lower Level Conference Room, located at 157 Main Street in 
Spencer, MA.   
 
All bidders must be prequalified by the Massachusetts Department of Transportation Highway Division.  
All bids must conform to the specifications of the Office of Utilities and Facilities and be submitted on the 
proper forms to be considered a valid bid. Sealed bids entitled “Bid for Drainage Improvements on 
Charlton Road – Route 31” will be accepted at the Office of the Department of Utilities and Facilities, at 
the above address, until September 12, 2016, at 1:00 P.M., at which time the bids will be publicly opened 
and read. 
 
All bids shall be in accordance with M.G.L. including but not limited to: Ch. 30, Section 39M (Bid Bond), 
Ch. 149, Sec. 27 (Prevailing Wage Rates Found in Appendix C), and Ch. 149, Sec. 29 (Labor and Material 
Bonds as applicable). A bid deposit in the amount of 5% of the bid shall accompany every bid.  The bid 
deposit shall be in the form of a bid bond, certified treasurer’s check, or cashier’s check made payable to 
the Town of Spencer.  Upon award and signing of the contract, the bid deposit will be returned to the 
bidders.  The Town of Spencer is exempt from sales and federal excise tax to the extent permitted under 
law; bidders should not include such taxes in figuring or in references to any bid. 
 
The Town of Spencer reserves the right to reject any and all bids, wholly or in part, or to accept any bid 
even if the bid is not the lowest cost, if it is deemed to be in the best interest of the municipality, to waive 
informalities deemed inconsequential and to make awards in a manner deemed to be in the town's best 
interest.

Special Notice to Bidders 
 
The bidder's attention is directed to the following: 
 
The Town of Spencer has highlighted some of the more noteworthy 
requirements of this contract and placed them on the pages 
immediately following this notice. 
 
The Town of Spencer reminds all bidders of their responsibility to 
review the entire contract to ensure a full understanding of the 
requirements and incorporate this into their bid prices. 
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Special Notice to Bidders 
 
The bidder's attention is directed to the following: 
 
The majority of the work involved in this project deals with the 
installation of drainage culverts. 
 
It is the Contractors responsibility to provide survey and set control 
points to determine existing inverts prior to construction operations 
and establish proposed pipe inverts at the inlet and outlet to ensure 
proper water flow through the culvert. 
 
The Contractor shall coordinate with the Town to field verify the final 
location of all structures and ends of pipes prior to installation.  Final 
installation shall not proceed unless the Town has approved the final 
location of each structure and ends of pipe. 
 
The installation of the various sized drainage pipes throughout this 
project includes the excavation, backfilling operations, gravel backfill 
material, removal, disposal and/or abandoning of existing drainage 
pipe.  Pipes that are abandoned shall be filled with control density fill 
and closed with brick and mortar at the inlet and outlet.  The cost of 
this additional work shall be included in the bid price for ITEMS 241.12, 
241.36, 252.18 and 252.24. 
 
Plans, Details and Construction notes can be found in Appendix A. 
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Special Notice to Bidders 
 
The bidder's attention is directed to the following: 
 
The Contractor must maintain water flow at the Crestwood Road 
culvert crossing at all times during construction. 
 
The Town requires a submittal of the means and methods to be 
employed to ensure continuous water flow prior to the start of any 
work. 
 
The Contractor must also provide, install and maintain an Oil Absorbent 
Boom in the stream near Crestwood Road as shown on the sketches. 
 
Oil Absorbent Boom must be in place at all times while work is on-
going within 250 feet of Crestwood Road.  Oil Absorbent Boom shall be 
removed from the stream at the end of each work day.  Oil Absorbent 
Boom shall not be left in stream overnight without prior approval or 
directive from the Town to do so. 
 
The cost associated with these items are considered incidental to this 
project with no additional compensation due from the Town. 
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Special Notice to Bidders 
 
The bidder's attention is directed to the following: 
 
Time is of the essence in this Contract and the Contractor is expected 
to complete all construction operations within eighty (80) calendar 
days. 
 
The Town has included a bonus to the Contractor as an 
incentive for prompt completion of this project.  The Contractor 
shall be entitled to a bonus in the amount of five thousand 
dollars ($5,000) if the Contractor achieves Final Completion of 
the entire work within sixty (60) days from the contract award 
and written notice to proceed date, provided, however, that the 
Bonus shall not be payable until the time of final payment. If 
the Contractor has earned a Bonus with respect to the Work, 
the Town shall have the right, at the Town’s election, to deduct 
from the Bonus any amount due from the Contractor to the 
Town.  
 
Payment of the Bonus shall not be made until the time of final 
payment. If the Contractor has earned a Bonus with respect to the 
work, the Town shall have the right, at the Town’s election, to deduct 
from the Bonus any amount due from the Contractor to the Town. 
 
If the Contractor does not meet the required bonus date all work is 
expected to be complete within eighty (80) calendar days from 
executing agreement. 
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Special Notice to Bidders 
 

The bidder's attention is directed to the following: 
 
1. Police Detail Procedural Change  
 

• The Contractor shall be responsible for maintenance of traffic and 
protection of the work site at all times. When Police Officers/Details 
are required by the Town's Police Chief, they will be supplied and 
reimbursed through Contractor’s invoice.  

 
• The Contractor shall be responsible to schedule and/or cancel detail 

officers due to weather scheduling, conflicts, etc.  
 

• Contractor shall not be reimbursed for police details at times where 
work has been postponed, cancelled or otherwise not performed.  

 
• The Town of Spencer’s Police Department will invoice the 

Contractor directly.  
 

• The Contractor will make payments to the Town of Spencer Police 
Department directly. All Police Detail costs must be paid in full by 
the Contractor prior the Town’s approval of the final payment 
invoice under this contract. The Town shall have the right, at the 
Town’s election, to deduct from any payment amounts past due to 
the Police Department in order to reimburse the Police Department 
directly.

• The Contractor shall be responsible request and coordinate police 
detail needs and requirements with the Town of Spencer Police 
Department and the Spencer Utilities and Facilities Office.  

 
• Where required by Town of Spencer Police Department the winning 

bidder must maintain Police Details on their work.  
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• Police Details are required anytime the winning bidder occupies the 

streets or sidewalks in the Town of Spencer.  
 

• As may be required by the Spencer Utilities and Facilities Office the 
winning bidder shall obtain a Street Opening Permit for each work 
task(s). All Spencer Street Opening Permit fees shall be waived for 
all work assignments under this contract.

The bidder's attention is directed to the following: 
 
M.G.L. CH. 131 ORDERS OF CONDITIONS 
 
This project is subject to the Massachusetts General laws, Chapter 131, 
Section 40 as amended, and has been issued Orders of Conditions by 
the Spencer Conservation Commission.  The Order of Conditions shall 
be considered part of this contract and a copy of all the Order of 
Conditions and all attachments and references shall be on-site at all 
times while construction activities regulated by the Order of Conditions 
are being performed.  The Contractor is hereby notified that s/he shall 
be responsible and held accountable for performing any/all work 
necessary to satisfy and comply with the entire Order of Conditions 
including but not limited to each and every Condition, Requirement and 
all referenced plans or documents just though the “Contractor” were 
the “Applicant” named in the Order of Conditions.  If the Contractor 
initiates any changes/modifications to the Order of Conditions for this 
project, s/he shall be responsible for obtaining any amended or 
additional environmental permits.  The Town of Spencer shall not be 
responsible for any time delays or monetary claims associated with 
permit modifications initiated by the Contractor.   
 
A complete copy of all the M.G.L. Ch. 131 Order of Conditions 
applicable to this project is included in this IFB for reference.  All 
requirements shall be in full force and effect on the contractor and his 
construction activates as if they had been issued directly to the 
“Contractor” as the “Applicant” by the Spencer Conservation 
Commission. 
 
Contractor shall be required to read and sign the Orders of Conditions 
included in APPENDIX B of this IFB. 
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This work includes, but is not necessarily limited to, all aspects of the 
Orders of Conditions provided in APPENDIX B of this IFB.   
 
The Contractor is advised that no additional compensation will be 
allowed for work required to establish, achieve, and maintain 
compliance with the Order of Conditions, as payment for the work shall 
be included in the respective bid items. 
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Special Notice to Bidders 
 
The bidder's attention is directed to the following: 
 
 
All salvageable and reusable gravel, as determined by the Town of 
Spencer, excavated from construction shall become the property of the 
Town of Spencer.   The material shall be removed from the job site and 
delivered to the Spencer Transfer Station  facility located at # 17 South 
Spencer Road.  The Contractor shall coordinate the delivery of these 
materials with Steven J. Tyler, P.E., Superintendent of the Spencer 
Utilities & Facilities Department.   No separate payment will be made for 
this work; all costs in connection therewith shall be included in the 
prices bid for this Contract item. 
 
All other materials removed during excavation including asphalt, 
concrete, stumps etc., shall become the property of the Contractor.   
The material shall be removed from the job site and disposed of by the 
Contractor.  No separate payment will be made for this work; all costs 
in connection therewith shall be included in the prices bid for this 
Contract item. 
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Special Notice to Bidders 
 
The bidder's attention is directed to the following: 
 
The Contractor shall be responsible for the installation of adequate 
safety precautions for the protection of the travelling public and his 
own personnel. 
 
The Contractor shall provide, install, position, reposition and maintain 
traffic cones for traffic control for the protection of the travelling public 
and working personnel during construction operations. 
 
All work must conform to an approved traffic plan and the MUTCD. 
 
Traffic cones shall be in good condition and sufficiently ballasted as 
determined by the Engineer.  Any cones damaged by traffic shall be 
immediately replaced.  The Contractor shall keep an adequate supply of 
spare cones on hand to replace any damaged cones. 
 
Cones shall not be left in operating position in the Town operated right 
of way when the days operation have ceased.  If in becomes necessary 
for the town to remove any cones from the project due to negligence 
by the Contractor, all cost for this work will be charged to the 
Contractor. 
 
The use of traffic cones for traffic control shall be considered incidental 
to all associated work activity in this Contract with no additional 
compensation provided to the Contractor.

In response to the uncertainty of liquid asphalt, Portland cement,

THE MINORITY EMPLOYEE PERCENTAGE RATE TO BE APPLIED TO THIS JOB WILL BE 

NOT LESS THAN 5% PER TRADE. 
 
All work done under this contract shall be in conformance with the Massachusetts Highway Department 
Standard Specifications for Highways and Bridges dated 1988, the Supplemental Specifications dated 
February 25, 2010, and the Standard Special Provisions contained in this book; the 2012 Construction 
Standard Details, the 1996 Construction and Traffic Standard Details (as relates to traffic standard details 
only); the 2003 Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices with Massachusetts Amendments; the 1968 
Standard Drawings for Traffic Signals and Highway Lighting; the latest edition of American Standard for 
Nursery Stock; the Plans and these Special Provisions. 
 
SCOPE OF WORK 
 
The work under this contract consists of furnishing the necessary labor, materials, and equipment required 
to perform the work described below, as well as all other related work incidental to a project of this nature.  
This shall include but is not limited to the following: 
 

Installation of various sized corrugated Polyethylene Drainage pipes 13and extending existing 
Reinforced Concrete pipes. 
 
Installation of precast concrete headwalls. 
 
Installation of drop inlets and drainage manholes. 
 
Application of hot mix asphalt waterways. 
 
Milling and asphalt overlay of trench repair area. 
 
Repair to damaged section of steel guardrail caused by Contractors operations. 
 
Application of thermoplastic pavement markings removed during pipe installation. 
 
Installation and maintenance of sedimentation and erosion control as shown on plans and 
described in specifications.   
 
Adjustment of all castings, as needed, prior to asphalt repairs or resurfacing. 
 
Full compliance with the existing Order of Conditions per MGL Ch. 131. 
 
Permanent stabilization of all areas altered disturbed or impacted during construction. 

 
Coordination with the Town of Spencer Water and Sewer Department is required for all water and sewer 
work, respectively. 
 
The Town of Spencer, through its Utilities and Facilities Office, reserves the right to increase or decrease 
the scope of work, through adding or removing streets or quantities, as necessary.

PM at Spencer Memorial Town Hall, Lower Level conference Room, located at 157 Main Street in 
Spencer, MA.  Attendance at the pre-bid meeting is not required, however, it is expected that all interested 
bidders will attend to familiarized themselves with existing conditions and project requirements.  All 
information provided and discussions occurring shall be considered part of the information for bidders and, 
therefore, part of the contract.  Meeting minutes or summary of the meeting will NOT be available. 
 
CONTRACTOR QUESTIONS AND ADDENDUM ACKNOWLEDGEMENTS 
 
Prospective bidders are required to submit all questions in writing to the Town of Spencer Superintendent 
Steven J. Tyler, P.E. at the Utilities and facilities office 7 days before the scheduled bid opening date.

MASSHIGHWAY TO MASSDOT NAME CHANGE 
 
The following definitions in Section 100 of the Standard Specifications for Highways and Bridges are 
revised as follows:  
 
(Amend definition of Department) 
1.17 –Department ............ Effective November 1, 2009, St. 2009, c. 25 abolishes the Massachusetts 

Department of Highways and all assets, liabilities, and obligations become 
those of the Massachusetts Department of Transportation (“MassDOT). 
Anywhere in this contract the terms Commission, Commonwealth, Department 
of Public Works, Department, Massachusetts Highway Department, 
MassHighway, Party of the First Part, or any other term intending to mean the 
former Massachusetts Department of Highways is used, it shall be interpreted 
to mean MassDOT or applicable employee of MassDOT unless the context 
clearly requires otherwise. Furthermore, MassDOT by operation of law 
inherited all rights and obligations pursuant to any contract, and therefore 
parties to this contract hereby acknowledge and agree that its terms shall be 
liberally construed and interpreted to maintain the rights and obligations of 
MassDOT. Furthermore, the parties hereby acknowledge and agree that the 
transfer of all rights and obligations from the Massachusetts Department of 
Highways to MassDOT shall not have the effect of altering or eliminating any 
provision of this contract in a manner that inures to the detriment of MassDOT.

PERSONAL PROTECTIVE SAFETY EQUIPMENT FOR CONTRACTOR PERSONNEL 
 
The Contractor is responsible to ensure that all personnel, including all subcontractors, working on the project 
are issued and are wearing all necessary personal protective safety equipment while working within the 
project limits.  This equipment shall include, as a minimum, a hardhat and a safety vest, regardless of the type 
of work being performed.  Other safety equipment shall be added as required to perform the work in which 
they are engaged and in accordance with all local, state and federal requirements in effect.  Safety equipment 
shall be provided at no additional cost to the Town of Spencer.   

 
 
CONTRACTOR/SUBCONTRACTOR CERTIFICATION – CONTRACT  
COMPLIANCE (Revision 03-23-10) 
 
Pursuant to 23 C.F.R. § 633.101 et seq., the Federal Highway Administration requires each contractor to 
“insert in each subcontract, except as excluded by law or regulation, the required contract provisions 
contained in Form FHWA–1273 and further requires their inclusion in any lower tier subcontract that may 
in turn be made.  The required contract provisions of Form FHWA–1273 shall not be incorporated by 
reference in any case.  The prime contractor shall be responsible for compliance by any subcontractor or 
lower tier subcontractor with the requirements contained in the provisions of Form FHWA–1273.”  The 
prime contractor shall therefore comply with the reporting and certification requirements provided in 
MassDOT’s CONTRACTOR/SUBCONTRACTOR CERTIFICATION Form (DOT-DIST-192) certifying 
compliance with 23 C.F.R. § 633.101 for each subcontract agreement entered into by the contractor.  The 
contractor shall provide a fully executed original copy of said CONTRACTOR/SUBCONTRACTOR 
CERTIFICATION Form to MassDOT upon execution of any subcontract agreement.  Failure to comply 
with the reporting and certification requirement of the CONTRACTOR/SUBCONTRACTOR 
CERTIFICATION Form may result in action against the prequalification status of the prime contractor 
with MassDOT.   
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SUBSECTION 4.04 CHANGED CONDITIONS. 
 
This Subsection is revised by deleting the two sequential paragraphs near the end that begin “The 
Contractor shall be estopped…” and “Any unit item price determined …” (1/6/2006). 
 
 
SUBSECTION 4.06 INCREASED OR DECREASED CONTRACT QUANTITIES 
(12/16/2011) Replace this Subsection with the following: 
 
The quantities contained in the Contract are set forth as a basis for the comparison of bids only and may not 
necessarily reflect the actual quantity of work to be performed.  The Department reserves the right to 
increase, decrease or eliminate the quantity of any particular item of work.   
 
Where the actual quantity of a pay item varies by more than 25 percent above or below the estimated 
quantity stated in the Contract, an equitable adjustment in the Contract Price for that pay item shall be 
negotiated upon demand of either party regardless of the cause of the variation in quantity.   
 
No allowances will be made for loss of anticipated overhead costs or profits suffered or claimed by the 
Contractor resulting directly or indirectly from such increased, decreased or eliminated quantities or from 
unbalanced allocation among the contract items from any other cause.  It is the intention of this provision to 
preserve the bid basis while limiting the Contractor’s risk exposure to 25% of each bid quantity.  
 
In the case of an overrun, the contractor will be compensated at the Contract Unit Price for a quantity up to 
125% of the Contract quantity.  The adjusted unit price shall only be applied to that quantity above 125% 
of the contract quantity. 
 
Neither party shall be required to demonstrate any change in the cost to perform the work based solely on 
the overrun.  The original Contract unit bid price shall have no bearing on determining the adjusted unit 
price for an overrun.  The adjusted unit price shall be based on the estimated cost of performing the added 
work over 125% of the bid quantity.   
 
To assist the Engineer in the determination of an equitable adjustment for an overrun, the Contractor shall 
prepare a submission in the following manner and accept as full payment for work or materials an amount 
for an equitable adjustment in the Contract Price equal to the following:  

(1) The actual cost or a reasonable cost estimate for direct labor, material (less value of salvage, if any) 
and use of equipment, plus 10 percent of this total for overhead;   

(2) Plus actual cost or a reasonable cost estimate of Worker’s Compensation and Liability Insurance, 
Health, Welfare and Pension Benefits, Social Security deductions and Employment Security 
Benefits; 

(3) Plus 10 percent of the total of (1) and (2) for profit and other unallocated costs; 
(4) Plus the estimated proportionate cost of surety bonds. 

 
No allowance shall be made for general superintendence and the use of small tools and manual equipment. 
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SUBSECTION 4.06 (Continued) 
 
For work performed by a Subcontractor, the Contractor shall accept as full payment therefore an amount 
equal to the actual cost or the reasonable cost estimate to the Contractor of such work as determined by the 
Engineer, plus 10 percent of such cost.  The Subcontractor is bound by the same criteria for the 
determination of an equitable adjustment as the Contractor.  
 
In the case of an under-run, the unit price for the actual quantity installed, if less than 75% of the bid 
quantity, shall only be adjusted to account for documented increased unit costs that result solely from the 
decreased quantity.  Actual cost to perform the under-run quantity of work shall not be used to determine 
payment for an under-run.  The adjusted unit price for the under-run shall be the bid price plus the 
documented change in the unit cost of performing the work due solely to the decreased quantity.  In no case 
shall the total payment for an under-run item exceed the total bid value for the item.   
 
The Contractor is required to furnish itemized statements of cost and give the Department access to 
supporting records.   
 
In the event that an adjusted unit price cannot be agreed upon within 30 days after being requested by either 
party, a unit price will be established that is deemed to be fair and equitable by the Engineer, whether 
higher or lower than the unit price bid.  Payment will be made at that rate until agreement is reached or 
until the Contractor chooses to exercise his rights under Section 7.16.  
 
 
PROTECTION OF UNDERGROUND FACILITIES 
 
The Contractor's attention is directed to the necessity of making his own investigation in order to assure that 
no damage to existing structures, drainage lines, traffic signal conduits, etcetera, will occur. 
 
The Contractor shall notify Massachusetts DIG SAFE and procure a Dig Safe Number for each location prior 
to disturbing existing ground in any way.  The telephone number of the Dig Safe Call Center is 1-888-344-
7233. 
 
DISPOSAL OF EXCESS MATERIAL 
 
Surplus materials obtained from any type of excavation, and all existing and other materials not required to be 
removed and stacked or needed for use on the project, as determined by the Engineer, shall become the 
property of the Contractor and disposed of subject to the regulations and requirements of local authorities 
governing the disposal of such materials, at no additional compensation.  This shall include, but is not limited 
to, roadway asphalt, concrete and stumps.  All excess materials shall be removed by the end of each work day.  
Stockpiling of excess materials on Town property shall not be permitted. 
 
DISPOSAL OF SURPLUS MATERIAL 
 
All existing and other materials not required or needed for use on the project, and not required to be 
removed, stacked and delivered to the Town of Spencer t shall become the property of the Contractor and 
shall be removed from the site during the construction period and legally disposed of.  No separate payment 
will be made for this work; all costs in connection therewith shall be included in the prices bid for various 
Contract items. All surplus materials shall be removed by the end of each work day.  Stockpiling of surplus 
materials on Town property shall not be permitted. 
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SHOP DRAWING SUBMITTALS. 
(Replace Subsection 5.02, 8th paragraph) 
 
The Contractor shall submit two sets of full-scale shop drawing prints to the Engineer for approval.  If 
corrections are required, one set of the marked-up drawings will be returned to the Contractor for revision 
and subsequent re-submittal.  The Engineer shall make all copies of the approved shop drawings as 
indicated in Table 1 of Subsection 5.02 and will distribute the drawings.  No changes shall be made to the 
approved drawings without the written consent of the Engineer. 
 
ARCHITECTURAL ACCESS BOARD TOLERANCES 
 
The Contractor is hereby notified that they are ultimately responsible for constructing all project elements 
in strict compliance with the current AAB/ADA rules, regulations and standards. 
 
All construction elements in this project associated with sidewalks, walkways, wheelchair ramps and curb 
cuts are controlled by 521CMR - Rules and Regulations of the Architectural Access Board (AAB). 
 
The AAB Rules and Regulations specify maximum slopes and minimum dimensions required for construction 
acceptance.  There is no tolerance allowed for slopes greater than the maximum slope nor for dimensions less 
than the minimum dimensions. 
 
Contractors shall establish grade elevations at all wheel chair ramp locations, and shall set transition lengths 
according to the appropriate table in the Construction Standards (or to the details shown on the plans). 
 
All wheelchair ramp joints and transition sections which define grade changes shall be formed, staked and 
checked prior to placing cement concrete.  All grade changes are to be made at joints. 
 
WHEELCHAIR RAMPS AND SIDEWALKS 
 
Any wheelchair ramps and/or sidewalks not built to AAB/ADA specifications widths and slopes as directed 
by the Town shall be replaced at the contractor’s expense at no additional cost to the Town.  In addition, 
any wheelchair ramps found within the proposed limits found to be out-of-compliance after construction is 
complete, shall be the responsibility of the Contractor to correct with no additional charge to the Town. 
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ASPHALT BINDER 
 
In order to allow an efficient transition from viscosity graded Asphalt Cement (AC) specifications to 
performance graded Superpave Binder (PG) specifications (non-modified binder), the Massachusetts 
Department of Transportation is replacing AC graded products with PG binder as follows: 
 
 Projects requiring AC-20 will be constructed using PG 64-28 
 Projects requiring AC-5 will be constructed using PG 52-34 
 
The Contractor shall follow existing mix design requirements and produce the hot-mix using the required 
grade of PG binder.   
 
The binder supplier shall provide the Department with PG test results and a certification of the PG binder 
grade when PG binder is substituted for AC grade asphalt.  This testing and certification shall be based on the 
existing lot numbering system. 
 
The binder supplier shall not mix AC and PG binders in the same tank, unless tested and re-certified to meet 
the specified grade. 
 
Performance-Graded asphalt shall not have a higher temperature grade than specified without prior approval. 
 
 
LOCATION 
 
The work referred herein consists of drainage improvements, culvert installations and paving operations on 
Charlton Road (Route 31) in the Town of Spencer, MA. 
 
TOWN OF SPENCER CONTACT 
 
The contact person for this project is Steven J. Tyler, P.E., (508-885-7525) Superintendent with the Town 
of Spencer’s Utilities and Facilities Office. 
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MATERIALS REMOVED AND STACKED 
 
The Contractor shall carefully remove and deliver these materials at the Spencer Highway Department facility 
located at #7 Meadow Road, which is approximately 1.5 miles from intersection of Main Street and Maple 
Street (Route 31). The Contractor shall coordinate the stacking of materials with Steven J. Tyler, P.E, 
Superintendent of Spencer Utilities & Facilities Office (508) 885-7525.  
 
All items delivered to the Spencer Highway Department shall be signed for by the Highway Department on 
delivery slips prepared by the contractor.  The original, signed, delivery slip shall be provided to Steven J. 
Tyler, P.E.,  Superintendent at the Utilities and Facilities Office located at 3 Old Meadow Road in Spencer 
Massachusetts. 
 
Payment for replacement items in this Contract shall be contingent upon the Town of Spencer taking 
acceptance of the old materials removed, stacked and delivered with the original, signed, delivery slips. 
 
The Contractor shall furnish all necessary equipment and labor for loading, transporting, unloading and neatly 
stacking all materials as called for in the contract documents and as directed by the Spencer Highway 
Department. 
 
ACCESSIBILITY DURING CONSTRUCTION 
 
Only one side of a street may be excavated at anytime and the wheelchair ramp/sidewalk shall be replaced 
prior to excavating the opposite wheelchair ramp/sidewalk. 
 
The Contractor is required to keep all driveways and streets open and accessible at all time during 
construction. 
 
The Contractor is required to provide safe access to all residences, stores, and business establishments 
during construction operations.  Access must be provided in accordance with the ADA and maintained at 
all times.  The Contractor is required to maintain a minimum four -foot (4’) clear sidewalk.  When work 
makes sidewalk closure unavoidable the sidewalk may be closed upon approval of the Town.  During 
sidewalk closure two (2) “Sidewalk Closed – Use Other Side” signs, see MUTCD sign R9-10, must be 
posted on either side of the site at the nearest intersecting street corners.  Signs shall be 48”x24” 
conforming to MUTCD (Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices) requirements for signage. Failure to 
provide the required access could result in violations, fines, and project termination.  All such violations 
and fines shall be the responsibility of the contractor. 
 
The Contractor is required to place temporary hot mix asphalt (HMA) at all wheelchair ramps and 
driveways after cold plane operations.  The HMA shall be placed and compacted to provide a temporary 
transition until permanent paving is placed at final grade.  HMA for this purpose shall be incidental to the 
Contract with no additional compensation due to Contractor. 
 
COMPLIANCE CERTIFICATION 
 
The Spencer Utilities and Facilities Office will make sites visits, as necessary, to take measurements at 
each newly constructed wheelchair ramp under this contract to ensure compliance with AAB/ADA 
standards and for Town of Spencer acceptance. 
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PROVISIONS FOR TRAVEL AND PROSECUTION OF WORK 
 
The Contractor shall prosecute his/her work such that all the work is completed within 90 calendar days of 
notification to begin construction unless notified in writing and accepted by the Town of Spencer.  The 
Contractor shall construct designated wheelchair ramps prior to milling and resurfacing operations unless 
notified in writing and accepted by the Town of Spencer.  
 
The Contractor shall perform work such that both pedestrian and vehicular traffic will be maintained over 
and through the work site with a maximum of safety and convenience in accordance with the provisions of 
Section 7.09, Public Safety and Convenience of the MassHigway. 
 
At the completion of each days work, the Contractor is to move all equipment and materials off the 
roadway and open it completely to traffic. 
 
Traffic management control strategy is necessary for the safe, continuous movement of traffic during 
construction operations.  During construction, traffic will be allowed to use at least one 10’ lane in each 
direction through the use of signs, reflectorized drums and police officers.  Minimum standards should be 
maintained, day and night, for signs, lighting devices, markings, barricades and channelization as included 
in Part VI of the 2003 Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices (MUTCD). 
The Contractor shall submit a work schedule to the Town, for review and approval, before any work is 
started.  In preparing the Progress Schedule, the Contractor shall maintain two-way traffic on all roadways 
during non-work hours.  The contract as part of this requirement shall provide the Town of Spencer with an 
electronic copy of the schedule and a copy of the scheduling software used.   The Contractor shall provide 
updated schedules as requested by the Town of Spencer, but not less than once a month, and includes 
providing an electronic update to the schedule. 
 
For lane closures, refer to the Traffic Management Plans.  All traffic control devices shall be implemented 
in conformance with the 2003 Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices (MUTCD). 
 
The Contractor is responsible to restore areas used for site access to their previous condition, which costs 
shall be considered incidental to the various Contract pay items, unless specific restoration work items are 
shown on the Contract Documents. 
 
STREET OPENING PERMIT 
 
Contractor is required to obtain and secure street opening permit(s) from the Town of Spencers Utilities 
and Facilities Office for each street separately. Street Opening Permit fees shall be waived by the Utilities 
and Facilities Office for work under this contract. 
 
RESIDENT ACCESS DURING CONSTRUCTION 
 
The Contractor shall maintain access/egress for all abutters.  Leaflets must be must be distributed to all 
property owners within the project limits. The contractor must contact the Utilities and Facilities Office 48 
hours prior to commencing any work at any location. 
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WEEKLY CONSTRUCTION MEETING 
 
The Town will schedule weekly meetings to be attended by the contractor and all subcontractors foreman 
working on any particular week.  The cost of attending meetings shall be incidental to the work and be 
provided at no additional cost to the Town. 

PRICE ADJUSTMENT 
 
Due to the uncertainty of liquid asphalt, Portland cement, diesel fuel, gasoline, structural steel, and 
reinforcing steel prices, and in accordance with the requirements of Chapter 303 of the Acts of 2008, this 
contract uses special provisions available at the links below.

ABUTTER NOTICES 
 
The contractor shall be required to distribute and post up to ten (10) notices to all project abutters as 
directed by the Town during the course of work.  The Town of Spencer shall provide necessary notices and 
copies.  The cost of distributing and posting notices shall be incidental to the work and be provided at no 
additional cost to the Town. 
 
The Contractor shall notify the Utilities and Facilities Office at least 48 hours in advance of the beginning 
of any work at each location. 
 
The Town will prepare a written notice for distribution by the Contractor to all abutters affected at each 
work area at least 24 hours in advance of the Contractor commencing work. 
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NOTICE TO OWNERS OF UTILITIES AND RELEVANT CONTACTS 
 
Written notice shall be given by the Contractor to all public service corporations or officials owning or 
having charge of publicly or privately owned utilities of his intention to commence operations affecting 
such utilities at least one week in advance of such operations. The Contractor shall, at the same time, file a 
copy of each notice with the Town. 
 
Before the Contractor begins on any work or operation that might damage subsurface structures he shall 
carefully locate all such structures and conduct his operations so as to avoid any damage to them.

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SAFETY CONTROLS FOR CONSTRUCTION OPERATIONS 
(Supplementing Subsections 850.21 and 850.61)) 
 
Safety controls for construction operations shall be done in accordance with the relevant provisions of Section 
850 of the Standard Specifications, the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices, the Traffic Management 
Plan, and the following: 
 
The providing of safety controls for construction operations shall be considered incidental to this contract and 
the costs for safety controls shall be included in the unit bid price for those contract items requiring such 
controls.  
 
Positioning, adjusting and re-positioning of all devices such as traffic cones, high level warning devices, etc., 
not otherwise classified and paid for under other items in this contract, is considered incidental and no 
separate payment will be made. 
 
ADJACENT CONTRACTS 
 
The Contractor shall carry out his work concurrently with any other work being done on other contracts or 
work (if any) adjacent to or within the project limits.  The Contractor must provide for all possible 
cooperation toward the satisfactory completion of the work with a minimum of delay and inconvenience. 
Where necessary and insofar as possible, the Contractor shall permit other Contractors free and 
unobstructed passage through the project area. He shall have no claim against the Town of Spencer or any 
of their officers, agents or employees for delay during this work. 
 
MISCELLANEOUS CEMENT CONCRETE WORK 
 
Cement concrete placed for collars around drainage structures, gate boxes, for trench caps, or in 
conjunction with new or reset curb or edging shall be placed at the same grade and cross-slope as the 
adjacent pavement so that the hot mix asphalt will have full and uniform thickness. The surface of the 
cement concrete shall be given a wood float finish and shall be free of honeycomb or excessive roughness. 
 
The cement concrete shall be cured according to the applicable provisions of the Standard Specifications, 
Section 476.  Asphalt Emulsion shall be applied to cement concrete prior to paving. 
 
SAWCUTS 
 
Sawcuts shall be made in existing pavement in areas at proposed limits of cold plane and overlay areas, 
driveway aprons, and wheelchair ramps, and at all drainage or other utility trenches that are made in 
pavement areas. 
 
The existing asphalt pavement shall be sawcut through its full depth unless otherwise directed. Sawcut 
edges shall be straight, vertical and uniform. 
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ENVIRONMENTAL PERMITTING 
 
If field conditions and/or erection, demolition, storage, or other procedures not originally allowed by 
existing environmental permits require work to occur in or otherwise impact water or wetland resource 
areas, the Contractor is advised that no associated work can occur until all required environmental permits 
have been either amended or obtained allowing such work. The Contractor must notify the Town of 
Spencer Superintendent of Utilities and Facilities in writing at least 60 days prior to desired commencement 
of the proposed activity. All environmental submittals, including any contact with Local, State, or Federal 
environmental agencies, must be coordinated with the Town of Spencer’s Utilities and Facilities offices. 
The Contractor is expected to fully coordinate with requests for information and provide the same in a 
timely manner. The Contractor is further advised that the Town will not entertain a delay claim due to the 
time required to modify or obtain the environmental permits. 
 
WORK SCHEDULE 
 
All work shall be performed during hours of operation as determined by the Spencer Utilities and Facilities 
Office. The work shall be performed during an 8 hour day, 5 day week according to Permit Requirements 
of the Town of Spencer.  All work shall include the prime Contractor and all subcontractors working on the 
same shift.  
 
No work shall be done on this contract on Saturdays, Sundays, or Holidays. Work will not be allowed the 
day before or the day after a long weekend involving a holiday without prior approval by the Town of 
Spencer.  
 
The Town of Spencer may impose peak hour work restrictions as determined to be necessary by the Town 
of Spencer Utilities and Facilities Office or the Town of Spencer Police Department. 
 
All lane closures must be approved, by the Town of Spencer, in advance.  Set-up and removal of all 
equipment and materials for construction and / or traffic maintenance shall be done only during working 
hours for the particular work being done.  The roadway shall be free of the Contractor’s personnel and 
operations during non-work hours. 
 
Before starting any work on this contract, the Contractor shall submit a schedule of operations. 
 
For any work involving the displacement of parking the Contractor shall post the affected area with “Tow 
Zone” “No Stopping” Signs (T-23).  All signs must be posted 48 hours in advance of work on any 
street.  
 
Contractor shall be required to obtain permits from the Town of Spencer’s Utilities and Facilities Office for 
each individual street prior to the commencement of work. 
 
All Traffic Management, parking notices and permits required to complete the work shall be considered 
incidental to the work items. No separate payment will be made for this work; all costs in connection 
therewith shall be included in the prices bid for various Contract items. 
 
TRAFFIC CONTROL 
 
Traffic control shall comply with the applicable sections of Part VI of the Manual on Uniform Traffic 
Control Devices. Sign placement shall conform to the applicable sketches herein and/or as shown in said 
Part VI. 
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Signs and supports used for traffic control near or on the traveled way shall meet the criteria set forth in 
NCHRP Report 350. 
 
The Contractor shall provide and use the appropriate warning devices, barricades, drums, signs, special 
lighting units, special apparel, etc., in accordance with the provisions of Section 850, Traffic Controls for 
Construction and Maintenance Operations in the performance of the work and as directed by the Town of 
Spencer. 
 
In general, work areas on this project shall not be left overnight without adequate protection. A sufficient 
amount of traffic cones, drums, barricades, and hazard warning lighting devices shall be placed and 
maintained as necessary and approved, or where and when directed by the Town of Spencer. 
 
Work hours are subject to revision by the Town of Spencer’s Utilities and Facilities Office. 
 
The repair of any damage to the Town of Spencer’s Traffic Signal Systems caused by the Contractor shall 
be the sole responsibility of the Contractor and must be reported immediately to the Town of Spencer’s 
Utilities and Facilities Office.  Any repairs must be made by an approved Signal Contractor and MUST BE 
verified by the Town prior to backfilling.  The repair shall be made at the sole expense of the Contractor 
with no additional cost to the Town of Spencer. 
 
TRAFFIC MANAGEMENT PLANS 
 
If the project requires any Traffic Management Plans the Contractor, without additional compensation, 
shall provide a detailed Traffic Management Plan prepared by a Registered Professional Engineer in the 
state of Massachusetts.  The plans shall be signed and stamped by a Massachusetts Registered Professional 
Engineer and delivered to the Town of Spencer’s Utilities and Facilities Office prior to the beginning of 
any construction. No separate payment will be made for this work; all costs in connection therewith shall 
be included in the prices bid for various Contract items. 
 
At a minimum the Contractor shall be required to submit his/her traffic management plan proposed for the 
culvert crossing work and any differences between each location prior to the beginning of any work within 
the roadway layout.  
 
All construction / work zone signage shall be in place at least 48 hours prior to beginning work and shall be 
approved by the Spencer Highway Superintendent at least 24 hours to beginning work. 
 
PUBLIC CONVENIENCE AND SAFETY 
 
When in the judgment of the Town of Spencer construction operations constitute a hazard to traffic in an 
area the Contractor may be required to suspend operations during certain hours and remove their equipment 
from the roadways. 
 
The Contractor, without additional compensations, shall be required to provide access to all abutters during 
the prosecution of the work, except for such periods and at such locations as authorized in writing by the 
Town of Spencer. 
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PAVEMENT MARKINGS 
 
The Town will not provide a line of reference for establishing the pavement markings except for 
crosswalks. Crosswalks will be shown on sketches.  It shall be the responsibility of the Contractor to 
reference and record all existing pavement markings, their locations and dimensions for reproduction after 
final paving.  The recording shall be done prior to any other work on the project and copies given to the 
Town of Spencer Superintendent of Utilities and Facilities. The cost associated with recording the existing 
pavement markings shall be incidental to the work. 
 
CONTRACT QUANTITIES 
 
All quantities specicified are estimated.  Contractor shall be paid for the actual quantaties of contract items 
complete, installed and approved and accepted in wriring on delivery slips signed by the Highway 
Department. 
 
Bid Preparation  
The Bidder must satisfy himself by his own investigation and research regarding all conditions affecting the 
work to be done, and the labor and equipment needed to complete the work in accordance with these 
specifications.  
 
Bid Forms  
All bids shall be submitted on the Bid Form Sheet and signed correctly with ink and by the person having 
legal authority to do so. In addition, the person signing the proposal shall provide his title and the address 
and telephone number of the firm.  
 
Addenda 
If any changes are made to this IFB, an addendum will be issued. Addenda will be emailed electronically, 
mailed, or faxed to all bidders on record as having picked up the IFB from the Town.  Contractor’s shall be 
responsible for contacting the Town to verify that they have received any and all addenda issued, for 
familiarizing themselves with all addenda requirements and inclusion of all requirements into their bid 
prices. 
 
Inspection of Equipment and Materials  
The Superintendent of Utilities & Facilities or his representative shall inspect all equipment and materials 
to be used in the performance of work prior to the contractor beginning work.   
 
Inspection of Work  
The Superintendent of Utilities & Facilities or his representative shall inspect the work and give directions 
pertaining to the work or pertaining to the safety and convenience of the public. The Contractor shall notify 
the Superintendent of Utilities & Facilities or his representative of the time of starting work, interruptions 
and delays. If the work done or any part thereof is not acceptable, the Superintendent shall immediately 
notify the Contractor in order that it may be resolved as soon as possible.  
 
Subletting or Assignment of Contract  
The Contractor shall keep the work under his personal control and shall not assign by power of attorney or 
otherwise, or sublet the work or any part thereof without approval of the Superintendent of Utilities & 
Facilities.  
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Right to Waive and Reject Defects in the Bids  
The Town reserves the right to reject any and all bids, to waive any informality in the bids received and 
accept the bid, which it deems to be most favorable to the interest of the Town. Bids, which are not 
complete, clean and concise, may be rejected as informal.  
 
Qualifications of Bidders  
 
The successful bidder must be pre-approved by the Massachusetts Department of Transportation Highway 
Division. 
 
No bids will be accepted from any party which the Town suspects of being irresponsible or unreliable. The 
Town has the right to request any Bidder to supply proof that he is financially capable and thoroughly 
experienced to complete the proposed work according to the contract documents. The Town may make 
such investigation as deemed necessary to determine the ability of the Bidders to perform the work, and the 
Bidders shall furnish to the Town all such information and data for this purpose as the Town may request. 
No award will be made to any Bidder who cannot meet all of the following requirements:  
 
A. He shall not have defaulted on any contract within three years prior to the bid date.  
B. He shall maintain a permanent place of business in Massachusetts.  
C. He shall have adequate personnel and equipment to perform the work expeditiously.  
D. He shall have suitable financial status to meet obligations incident to the work.  
E. He shall have appropriate technical experience satisfactory to the Town in the class of work involved.  
F. He shall be registered with the Secretary of State of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts to do business 

in Massachusetts.  
G. He shall not have failed to perform satisfactorily on contracts of a similar nature.   
H. He shall not have failed to complete previous contracts on time.  
 
The Town reserves the right to reject any bid if the foregoing requirements are not satisfied or if any other 
evidence fails to satisfy the Town that such Bidder is properly qualified to carry out and to complete the 
work contemplated therein. Conditional or qualified bids will not be accepted.  
 
The Bidder and his/her subcontractors shall also be required to meet the additional technical qualification 
requirements as specified in the specifications. 
  
Quality  
It is the contractor’s responsibility to ensure that all materials for the Town of Spencer shall meet the 
appropriate industry standards and the “Standard Specifications for Road and Bridge Construction" of the 
Commonwealth of Massachusetts and the standards included in the Department of Public Works Standard 
Specifications.  
 
Award  
The Town reserves the right to reject any or all bids or to make such awards as it may deem necessary for 
the best interest of the Town and to award individual items to individual Bidders or the entire set of 
materials to any Bidder.  
 
In the event of an equal bid the Utilities and Facilities reserves the right to divide the award among two or 
more in the best interest of the Town. All bids shall be good for the entire period of Fiscal 2017 and 2018. 
 
In the event that the lowest responsible and responsive Bidder is unable to perform, the second lowest 
responsive and responsible Bidder would be called upon to continue contract. Bid prices are expected to be 
held or Bidder would hold price.  
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There will be one contract awarded based upon price.  Contract will be awarded to the most responsive and 
responsible bidder offering the lowest price total for all items. 
 
References  
The lowest Bidder shall provide at least three municipal contract references. Failure to provide acceptable 
references will be grounds to reject the bid.  The Town will research all references.  Any “unfavorable” 
reference could be cause for disqualification. 
 
BID BOND:  
Bids shall be in accordance with Massachusetts General Laws Chapter 30, Section 39M. A bid deposit in 
the form of a bid bond, or cash, or a certified check, or a treasurer’s shall accompany each bid or cashier's 
check issued by a responsible bank or trust company payable to the TOWN OF SPENCER.

LIQUIDATED DAMAGES:  
 
Time is of the essence of this Contract. If the Contractor shall neglect, fail, or refuse to complete all work 
within the time specified for “The Final Completion Date”, then the Contractor does hereby agree, as a part 
consideration for the awarding of this Contract, to pay to the Owner, as liquidated damages and not as a 
penalty, the sum of seven hundred and fifty dollars ($750) per day for each calendar day beyond :”The 
Final Completion Date” set forth in the Agreement that the Contractor fails to achieve Completion for the 
Project. The said amount is fixed and agreed on by and between the Contractor and the Owner because of 
the impracticability and extreme difficulty of fixing and ascertaining the true value of the damages which

said monies are insufficient to cover said damages, then the Contractor shall pay the amount of the 
difference. 
 
CONTRACTOR BONUS:  
 
The Contractor shall be entitled to a bonus in the amount of five thousand dollars ($5,000) if the Contractor 
achieves Final Completion of the entire work within sixty (60) days from the contract award and written 
notice to proceed date, provided, however, that the Bonus shall not be payable until the time of final 
payment. If the Contractor has earned a Bonus with respect to the Work, the Town shall have the right, at 
the Town’s election, to deduct from the Bonus any amount due from the Contractor to the Town.

CONTRACTOR RESPONSIBILITIES:  
Bituminous Concrete TYPE I - 1 (STATE TOP COURSE) shall be placed as an overlay at a minimum of 
one and one half (1-1/2”) inches of finished thickness and in accordance with all State of Massachusetts 
Department of Public Works Specifications. Price in place per ton shall include:  
 
1. AUTOMATED BATCHING shall be required for all bituminous mix delivered to the job site and a 
computer print-out shall be supplied indicating the various components of the mixture by weight in the 
proper sequence and shall indicate the temperature and time of mixing. All material shall be delivered to 
the job site in covered bodies, shall be spread with a self-propelled mechanical spreader and compacted 
with a steel wheel roller of not less than 8 tons. The successful Bidder must submit documented evidence 
from a plant owner of manufacturer of Bituminous Concrete stating the availability of product and miles 
from the plant to Spencer center. Prices shall be per ton in place as directed, including all work described 
above. 
 
 2. SURFACE PREPARATION:  
The Contractor shall insure that no loose materials lie between the existing pavement and new 
pavement. This is to be done before the tack coat is applied.  
 
3. TACK COAT:  
All bituminous concrete overlays shall have a tack coat of RS-1 applied to the existing surfaces prior to the 
application. The asphalt emulsion shall be diluted with equal parts of water to insure a light even coverage 
and shall be applied by a self-propelled asphalt distributor, with recirculating bars, at a rate and method not 
to exceed 0.05 gallons per square yard, and the ENTIRE surfaces to be overlayed SHALL BE covered.

This agreement made and entered into this (DATE OF AGREEMENT), by and between the Town of Spencer, a municipal 
corporation organized and existing under the laws of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts, hereinafter referred to as 
the “Town”, by and through its Board of Selectmen and (Contractor / Address), the Vendor. 
 
ARTICLE I.  The Vendor agrees to furnish and deliver services, materials, supplies, or equipment as follows: 

(SUPPLY OR SERVICE) in accordance with the Invitation to Bid and to the extent not contradicted by the specifications 
and consistent with applicable law, the Vendor’s Bid documents annexed hereto and incorporated hereby by reference 
marked Exhibit “A”.  This Contract is subject to and conditioned upon appropriation by the Town. 
 
ARTICLE II.  The Town agrees to pay for the Vendor for work performed in conformity with Section 17 of the 
Invitation for Bid, which states: “The Contractor will be paid per approved invoice (on a monthly basis). An invoice 
will be presented for the services performed. This invoice shall, as a minimum, identify the work that was done, where 
it was done, when it was done, who authorized it and the applicable work order. Additionally, it will detail the unit cost 
and extended cost for each wage/labor category, Contractor cost and applicable markup for parts and/or materials and 
costs for equipment rental.” 

ARTICLE III.  The Vendor shall submit and conform to all determinations and directions of the designee of the Town 
of Spencer relating to the services and its delivery, suitableness, amount, quality and value of everything furnished or to 
any other questions which may arise as to the product and services and the time and manner of their delivery. 

ARTICLE IV.  If the Vendor shall fail to furnish and deliver any of said product and/or services as required under the 
terms of this agreement after the purchase order for same has been given to the Vendor or mailed to him/her at the 
business address stated in his/her proposal, the Town, acting by the Town Administrator, may obtain the product and/or 
services ordered from any other source, and the Town shall give to the Vendor or mail to him/her at the business 
address stated in his/her proposal, a notice, signed by the Town Administrator, that the Vendor has failed to carry out 
the contract to the satisfaction of the Town Administrator and as required by the terms of said Bid Document. Upon 
such default, the Town Administrator, may at his/her discretion and without further notice, cancel the contract. 

ARTICLE V.  Upon such default, the Town may charge to the Contractor (and deduct from contract sums then or 
thereafter payable to the Contractor, if any there be) any and all costs and expenses incurred by the Town as a direct or 
indirect consequence of such default, including, without limitation, any excess cost of material or service, any 
administrative costs or expenses, and all costs of collection of amounts payable by the Contractor hereunder (including 
reasonable attorney’s fee). 

 
ARTICLE VI.  The contract is made subject to General Laws, Chapter 30, Section 39M, Chapter 30B, Chapter 149, 
Sections 44A through M, and all other laws of the Commonwealth, and the ordinances of the Town, and if any clause 
hereof does not conform to such laws or ordinances, such clause shall be void and such laws or ordinances operative in 
lieu thereof. 

 
ARTICLE VII.  The Vendor shall furnish such bond as may be required by law (including without limitation M.G.L. 
c.149 §29) to insure the faithful performance of this contract, with a surety duly licensed to issue such bond in the 
Commonwealth of Massachusetts and satisfactory to the Town. 
 
ARTICLE VIII.  In the performance of all work, after award and prior to completion of the contract work, the Vendor 
will not discriminate on grounds of race, color, religion, national origin, age or sec in employment practices or in the 
selection or retention of subcontractors, and in the procurement of materials and of equipment. The Town may cancel, 
terminate or suspend the contract in whole or in part for any violation of this paragraph.

Specifications”. 
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ITEM 105                                                  STUMP REMOVED                                               EACH 
 
The work under this item shall conform to the relevant provisions of Section 100 of the Standard 
Specifications and the following: 
 
The work done under this Item shall consist of removal and disposal of stumps from the designated work 
area.  The Contractor shall maintain and protect existing trees designated to remain. 
 
The burning of trees or stumps will not be permitted. 
 
Method of Measurement 
 
Stumps removed will be measured by each removed as recorded by the Engineer. 
 
Basis of Payment 
 
The quantity to be paid for under this Item is full compensation for furnishing all labor, materials, tools, 
equipment and incidentals and for doing all the work involved in performing the removal and disposal of 
stumps as shown on the Contract Drawings, as specified in these Specifications, and as directed by the 
Engineer. 
 
ITEM 120.1                                        UNCLASSIFIED EXCAVATION                            CUBIC YARD 
 
The work under this item shall conform to the relevant provisions Section 100 of the Standard 
Specifications and the following: 
 
Unclassified excavation shall consist of the removal and disposal of all material not being removed under 
some other item of work which is encountered in excavating to the proposed roadway, parking lot, 
sidewalk, driveway or walk subgrade and the excavation and backfilling of test pits within the limits of the 
Contract in accordance with these Specifications and in close conformity with the lines, grades, thicknesses 
and cross sections shown on the Contract Drawings or established by the Engineer. 
 

Unclassified excavation shall include, but not be limited to the removal and disposal of stones or 
parts of stones less than one cubic yard, brick, reinforced and non-reinforced cement concrete roadway 
pavements and bases, masonry structures regardless of size and/or materials, patched bituminous concrete 
pavements, below grade excavation of unsuitable materials, and any other material which interferes with 
the planned subgrade for roadways. 
 
Unless otherwise permitted by the Engineer, the Contractor shall so prosecute his work so traffic will be 
maintained over and through the working area with a maximum of safety and convenience in accordance 
with the provisions of Section 7, Article 22, Maintenance and Protection of Traffic. Additional 
requirements regarding maintenance of travel are explained in the aforementioned article. 
 
The Contractor shall be held responsible for notifying the City Engineer's Office, the Superintendent of the 
City of Malden Public Works Department and all non-city owned utilities of his intent to excavate for the 
proposed construction and for verifying the location and number of all surface and subsurface structures 
and lines on or adjacent to the proposed construction. 
 
Existing improvements and facilities, adjacent property and trees or plants that are not to be removed shall 
be protected from injury or damage resulting from the Contractor's operations. Only trees and plants that 
are designated for removal by the Engineer shall be removed. 
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Existing curb and sidewalk backing which is to remain shall be protected against displacement, either 
vertical or horizontal, during the performance of the work. 
 
 
Method of Measurement: 
 
Quantities of unclassified excavation will be measured in their original position by the cross section 
method, except as provided in the following paragraph. 
 
Where due to the nature of a particular operation or for any other reason, it is impossible or impractical to 
measure quantities of excavation by means of the cross section method, the Engineer will compute the 
quantities of material excavated by a method which in his opinion is best suited to obtain an accurate 
determination. 
 
Basis of Payment:  
 
The quantity to be paid for under ITEM 120.1 is the number of cubic yards of material so excavated and 
measured as provided herein. The price stated is full compensation for furnishing all labor, materials, tools, 
equipment and incidentals and for doing all the work involved in performing the excavation as shown on 
the Contract Drawings, as specified in these Specifications, and as directed by the Engineer. 
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ITEM 129.               PAVEMENT MILLING               SQUARE YARD  
 
The work under this item shall conform to the relevant provisions of Section 100 of the Standard 
Specifications and the following: 
 
The milling equipment shall be self-propelled with sufficient power, traction, and stability to remove the 
existing HMA pavement to the specified depth and cross-slope. The milling machine shall be capable of 
operating at a minimum speed of 10 feet (3 meters) per minute, designed so that the operator can at all 
times observe the milling operation without leaving the control area of the machine, and equipped with the 
following: 

(a) A built in automatic grade control system that can control the longitudinal profile 
and the transverse cross-slope to produce the specified results. 

(b) Longitudinal controls capable of operating from any longitudinal grade reference, 
including string line, 30 foot (10 meter) ski minimum, 30 foot (10 meter) mobile 
string line minimum, or a matching shoe. 

(c) The transverse controls shall have an automatic system for controlling crossslope 
at a given rate. 

(d) Cutting heads able to provide a minimum 6 foot (2 meter) cutting width and a 0 to 
4 inch (0 to 100 mm) deep cut in one pass. The teeth on the revolving cutting 
drum must be continually maintained and shall be replaced as warranted to 
provide a uniform pavement texture. 

(e) An integral pickup and conveying device to immediately remove milled material 
from the roadway and discharge the millings into a truck, all in one operation. 

(f) All necessary safety devices such as reflectors, headlights, taillights, flashing 
lights and back up signals so as to operate safely in both day and night. 

(g) A means of effectively limiting the amount of dust escaping from the milling and 
removal operation in accordance with local, State, and Federal air pollution 
control laws and regulations. 

When milling smaller areas or areas where it is impractical to use the above described equipment, the use 
of a smaller or lesser-equipped milling machine may be permitted when approved by the Engineer. 
 
Sweeper Equipment Requirements. 
 
The Contractor shall provide a sufficient number of mechanical sweepers to ensure that the milled surface 
is free of millings and debris at the end of each day’s milling operations. Each sweeper shall be equipped 
with a water tank, spray assembly to control dust, a pick-up broom, a dual gutter broom, and a dirt hopper. 
The sweepers shall be capable of removing millings and loose debris from the textured pavement. 
 
Milling Operations. 
 
The milling operations shall be scheduled to minimize the duration and placement of traffic on the milled 
surface. The milling operations shall not proceed more than 3 miles ahead of the paving operations. Under 
no circumstances shall the milled surface be left exposed to traffic for a period exceeding seven days. The 
Engineer may allow the Contractor to adjust the above limitations on milling production when necessary. 
 
The Contractor shall coordinate milling and paving operations to minimize the exposure of milled surfaces 
to traffic. The Contractor shall ensure that milled surfaces are overlaid in a timely manner to avoid damage 
to the pavement structure. Any damage to the pavement structure resulting from extended exposure of the 
milled surface to traffic shall be repaired as directed by the Engineer at the Contractor’s expense. 
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The existing pavement shall be removed to the average depth shown on the plans, in a manner that will 
restore the pavement surface to a uniform cross-section and longitudinal profile. The longitudinal profile of 
the milled surface shall be established using a 30 foot (10 meter) mobile ski, mobile string line, or 
stationary string line. The cross-slope of the milled surface shall be established by a second sensing device 
or by an automatic cross-slope control mechanism. The Contractor will be responsible for providing all 
grades necessary to remove the material to the proper line, grade, cross section, superelevation, and 
transitions shown on the plans or as directed by the Engineer. The requirement for automatic grade or slope 
controls may be waived by the Engineer in locations warranted by the situation, including intersections and 
closely confined areas. 
The Engineer may adjust the average milling depth specified on the plans by ± 3/4” (± 20mm) during each 
milling pass at no additional payment to minimize delamination of the underlying pavement course or to 
otherwise provide a more stable surface. If delamination or exposure of gravel occurs when milling a HMA 
pavement course, the Contractor shall cease milling operations and consult the Engineer to determine 
whether to reduce the milling depth or make other adjustments to the operation. 
 
Protection of Inlets and Utilities. 
 
Throughout the milling operation, protection shall be provided around existing catch basin inlets, 
manholes, utility valve boxes, and any similar structures. Any damage to such structures as a result of the 
milling operation is the Contractor’s responsibility and shall be repaired at the Contractor’s expense. To 
prevent the infiltration of milled material into the storm sewer system the Contractor shall take special care 
to prevent the milled material from falling into the inlet openings or inlet grates. Any milled material 
that falls into inlet openings or inlet grates shall be removed at the Contractor’s expense. 
 
Vertical Faces. 
 
All permanent limits of the milled area shall be sawcut or otherwise neatly cut by mechanical means to 
provide a clean and sound vertical face. No vertical faces, transverse or longitudinal, shall be left exposed 
to traffic. If any vertical face is formed in an area exposed to traffic a temporary paved transition with a 
maximum 12:1 slope shall be established. If the milling machine is used to temporarily transition the milled 
pavement surface to the existing pavement surface, the temporary transition shall be constructed at a 
maximum 12:1 slope. 
 
Opening to Traffic. 
 
Prior to opening a milled area to traffic, the milled surface shall be thoroughly swept with a mechanical 
sweeper to remove all remaining millings and dust. This operation shall be conducted in a manner so as to 
minimize the potential for creation of a traffic hazard and to comply with local, State, and Federal air 
pollution control laws and regulations. Any damage to vehicular traffic as a result of milled material 
becoming airborne is the responsibility of the Contractor and shall be repaired at the Contractor’s expense. 
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Milled Surface Inspection. 
The milled surface shall provide a satisfactory riding surface with a uniform textured appearance. The 
milled surface shall be free from gouges, excessive longitudinal grooves and ridges, oil film, and other 
imperfections that are a result of defective equipment, non-uniform milling teeth, improper use of 
equipment, or otherwise poor workmanship. Any unsatisfactory surfaces produced shall be corrected by 
remilling at the Contractor’s expense and to the satisfaction of the Engineer. The Contractor shall perform 
surface texture measurements with a 10 foot (3 meter) straightedge in the transverse direction across the 
milled surface. The milled surface shall have a texture such that the variation from the edge of the 
straightedge to the top of ridges between any two ridge contact points shall not exceed 1/8 inch (3 mm). 
The difference in height from the top of any ridge to the bottom of the groove adjacent to that ridge shall 
not exceed 1/16” (1.6mm). Any point in the surface not meeting these requirements shall be corrected as 
directed by the Engineer at the Contractor’s expense. In isolated areas where surface delamination between 
existing HMA layers or exposed gravel causes a non-uniform texture to occur, the straightedge surface 
measurement requirements stated in the preceding paragraph may be waived, subject to the approval of the 
Engineer. 

The automatic controls on the milling machine shall provide accurately established profile grades at each 
edge of the machine by referencing from the existing pavement or an independent grade reference, where 
required, or be capable of automatically maintaining a designated cross and running slope from a single 
reference.   

Prior to work commencement, the Contractor shall mill a control-strip 500 feet minimum in length and to 
the nominal depth as specified by the Town of Spencer.  The surface shall be tested transversely and 
longitudinally with a 10 foot straightedge furnished by the Contractor. Care shall be utilized by the 
Contractor to insure that no damage occurs to curbing, manholes, water boxes, and/or similar equipment 
installed in the street, and the Contractor must guarantee repair or replacement of any structures damaged 
by his negligence.   

The Contractor shall provide sweeping equipment to remove all cuttings from the surface on a daily basis.  
The Contractor shall sweep and remove loose cuttings, dust or other objectionable material from the 
roadway by the end of each working day using power brooms, power vacuums or both; and whatever 
ancillary equipment, tools and labor necessary to properly prepare the road for subsequent tack coat and 
paving. 

 
All milled bituminous concrete pavement shall become the property of the Contractor.   The material shall 
be removed from the job site and disposed of by the Contractor.  No separate payment will be made for this 
work; all costs in connection therewith shall be included in the prices bid for this Contract item. 
 
The final wearing surface must be placed no longer than one (1) week after milling.  The Contractor will be 
allowed to cold mill only as much pavement as he can overlay within the time limits specified herein.  The 
Town of Spencer may decrease the time limits when conditions warrant.  
 
All butt joints created by the milling operation at driveways and intersecting streets which are greater than 
two (2) inches in depth shall be filled with cold patch material and maintained by the Contractor to allow a 
safe egress and ingress for the traveling public at all times. 
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All existing structures, valves and castings in the roadway impacted by the milling operation leaving a 
grade difference greater than two (2) inches in depth shall patched with hot mix asphalt to provide a smooth 
transition for vehicular traffic and must be maintained by the Contractor at all times. No separate payment 
will be made for this work; all costs in connection therewith shall be included in the prices bid for this item. 
  
Areas of base exposure caused by the milling contractor as a direct result of adjusting profiling equipment, 
overcut beyond specified depths, use of jackhammer around structures, or utilizing equipment not 
specifically designed to cold plane pavements will be repaired and paid for by the Contractor.  Any leveling 
or patching required shall be repaired with hot mix asphalt plant mix before the end of the working day, 
and in a manner satisfactory to the Town of Spencer.

Cutting of the concrete structure to provide the proper grading on the pipes shall be considered 

incidental to this item. 
 
All mortar and brick required to fill the void between pipe and structure shall be considered 

incidental to this item.

The manufacturer shall supply, with each shipment of reinforced concrete pipe, affidavits showing 
compliance with the above requirements. All shipments not accompanied by such affidavits may be 
rejected and returned to the manufacturer. 
 

Crushed stone for the bedding of Reinforced Concrete Pipe shall be as specified in ITEM 156. of 
the Standard Specifications. 
 

Filter fabric shall be Type II conforming to the requirements specified in Subsection M9.50.0, 
Geotextile Fabrics of Division III, of the "Standard Specifications". 
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The Contractor shall provide and install an approved Oil Absorbent Boom at the stream crossing 

at Crestwood Road.  The cost of providing the boom shall be considered incidental to Item 241.36 36 Inch 
Reinforced Concrete Pipe.  
 
Construction Methods 
 

Construction methods shall conform to the relevant provisions and requirements of SECTION 230 
of the "Standard Specifications" where not in conflict with the following. 

 
The Contractor must maintain water flow at the Crestwood Road culvert crossing at all times 

during construction.  The Contractor must submit to the Town the means and methods to be employed 
ensuring continuous water flow prior to the start of any work.  This work shall be considered incidental to 
Item 241.36 36 Inch Reinforced Concrete Pipe.  
 

The Contractor shall perform all trench excavation and backfill operations, install temporary 
sheeting and perform dewatering operations; all in accordance with the applicable provisions and 
requirements specified under SECTION 140., EXCAVATION FOR STRUCTURES and SECTION 150., 
EMBANKMENT of the "Standard Specifications", except as follows:

36-INCH REINFORCED CONCRETE is full compensation for furnishing all pipe, fittings, caps or plugs 
and other incidental materials required to construct the reinforced concrete drain pipe(s) for all excavation  
including cutting and removal of all pavements, bases, removal and disposal of existing drainage pipe, 
abandoning existing drainage pipe,  all required control density fill for abandonment and for all pumping, 
draining, and bailing operations; for furnishing and placing an envelope of crushed stone wrapped in filter 
fabric from 6 inches below to 6 inches above the top of pipes; for laying, setting and jointing of all pipe and 
fittings; for providing and backfilling all necessary gravel borrow to replace excavated material; for 
removal and resetting of existing guardrail as necessary for pipe installation, for the cutting of concrete

Description 
 

This work shall consist of furnishing and installing Corrugated Polypropylene pipe for culverts, in 
accordance with the details shown on the Contract Drawings, as specified in the Specifications and as 
directed by the Engineer. 
 

Payment for trench excavation to the normal grade line for the installation of Corrugated 
Polypropylene pipe PP Triple Wall pipe and appurtenances is included in the price bid for ITEM 252.12, 
252.15, 252.18 AND 252.24.

CORRUGATED POLYPROPYLENE PIPE - and ITEM 241.24 24-INCH is full compensation for 
furnishing all pipe, fittings, caps or plugs and other incidental materials required to construct the reinforced 
concrete drain pipe(s) for all excavation  including cutting and removal of all pavements, bases, removal 
and disposal of existing drainage pipe, abandoning existing drainage pipe,  all required control density fill 
for abandonment and for all pumping, draining, and bailing operations; for furnishing and placing an 
envelope of crushed stone wrapped in filter fabric from 6 inches below to 6 inches above the top of pipes; 
for laying, setting and jointing of all pipe and fittings; for providing and backfilling all necessary gravel 
borrow to replace excavated material ; for removal and resetting of existing guardrail as necessary for pipe 
installation, for the cutting of concrete drainage structures to allow for proper grading of pipes, for disposal 
of excess and/or unsuitable materials as directed by the Engineer; for furnishing, placing and removing all 
temporary sheeting and bracing, connecting to any existing pipe, including materials to accomplish this;

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ITEM 280.                                   HOT MIX ASPHALT WATERWAY                          SQUARE YARD 
 
 
The work under this item shall conform to the relevant provisions of Section 300 of the Standard 
Specifications and the following: 
 
The work under this section shall include all work necessary to construct a waterway in locations shown on 
the plans 
 
Materials 
 

Gravel Borrow for the foundation shall be as specified in ITEM 156. of the Standard 
Specifications. 

 
Hot Mix asphalt Pavement shall be as specified in ITEM 455.23. of the Standard Specifications. 

 
Construction 
 
 Bituminous mixture shall be installed in two (2) courses on the prepared gravel base and compacted 
by tamping or rolling in accordance with the following. 
 
  One and one half inches (1 ½”) of Superpave Surface Course -12.5 shall be placed over; 
  Three inches (3”) of Superpave Intermediate Course -19.0 over; 
  Six inches (6”) of Gravel Borrow 
  
Method of Measurement 
 
The actual area of the exposed asphalt surface will be measured in square yards by the Engineer. 
 
Basis of Payment 
 
Payment under this item shall be paid for at the contract unit price per square yard.  The price shall include 
full compensation for all labor, transportation, tools, materials and equipment required for installation of 
this item. 
 
The paving of waterways shall include the gravel foundation, fine grading and compacting and all 
necessary excavation to construct a paved waterway as directed by the Engineer. 
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ITEM 440.                       CALCIUM CHLORIDE FOR ROADWAY DUST CONTROL         POUND 
 
The work under this item shall conform to the relevant provisions of Section 400 of the Standard 
Specifications and the following: 
 
Calcium chloride shall conform to the requirements of AASHO Designation M144, Type I or Type II. 
 
Calcium chloride shall be uniformly applied at a rate of 1 1/2 pounds per square yard or at any other rate as 
directed by the Engineer, by means of mechanical spreader, or other approved methods. 
 
Method of Measurement 
 
Calcium chloride shall be measured per pound as determined by the Engineer during application. 
Basis of Payment 
 
This item will be paid for at the Contract Unit Price per pound as verified by the Engineer.  The price bid 
shall include full compensation for all necessary labor, tools, grading, fine grading, compaction, backfill, 
and all other incidental work necessary for the completion of this item. 
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ITEM 451                                   HOT MIX ASPHALT FOR PATCHING                                         TON 
 
The work under this item shall conform to the relevant provisions of Section 400 of the Standard 
Specifications and the following: 
 
Areas of existing HMA pavement courses that are significantly distressed or unsound shall be removed and 
replaced with patches using new Hot Mix Asphalt.  The location and limits of patching will be as identified in 
the plans or as marked by the Town of Spencer. 
 
Each existing pavement course determined to be unsound shall be removed to the full depth of the pavement 
course within a rectangular area.  For each patch location equal to or greater than 50 square feet (4.6 square 
meters) in area and having a minimum dimension of 4 feet (1.2 meters)) where the existing pavement courses 
are removed down to subbase, the subbase shall be compacted by mechanical means to not less than 95% of the 
maximum dry density of the subbase material as determined by AASHTO T 99 method C at optimum moisture 
content.  Each edge of the patch area shall be sawcut or otherwise neatly cut by mechanical means to provide a 
clean and sound vertical face.  The vertical face of each edge shall be thoroughly coated with a hot poured 
rubberized asphalt sealant meeting the requirements of ASTM D3405 immediately prior to placing the HMA 
patching mixture. 
 
Delaminated areas of existing pavement courses resulting from pavement milling shall be cut back neatly by 
mechanical means to the limits of any unsound material.  After removing all unsound material, the underlying 
pavement surface within the patch limits shall receive a thorough tack coat at a rate of application of 1/10 
gal/s.y. (0.40 liters/square meter) immediately prior to placing the HMA patching mixture. 
 
HMA patching mixture shall be the same mixture type as the existing pavement course being patched or as 
specified on the plans or as directed by the Town of Spencer.  The lift thickness of the patching mixture shall 
not exceed four times the nominal maximum aggregate size of the mixture.  The patching mixture will be 
placed by hand or by mechanical means and shall match the thickness, grade, and cross-slope of the 
surrounding pavement.  The HMA patching mixture shall be compacted using a steel wheel roller.  For patch 
areas not large enough to permit use of a roller, compaction shall be accomplished using a mechanical tamper 
capable of achieving the required in-place density.  The Contractor shall test the in-place density of each 
patched area using a calibrated density gauge and record the test data for each patched area on NETTCP Test 
Report Forms.  The in-place density of the HMA patching mixture shall be not less than 90% of the maximum 
theoretical density of the mixture as determined by AASHTO T 209. 
 
HMA Leveling Courses shall only be used when specified in the Plans or Special Provisions.  The HMA 
mixture used for a Leveling Course shall be as specified in the Plans or Special Provisions and shall conform to 
the relevant Materials requirements of Section 450. 
 
Method of Measurement 
 
Work under this Item shall be measured for payment by the tonnage installed and accepted by the Town of 
Spencer. 
 
Basis of Payment 
 
Payment shall be paid for at the contract unit price per ton.  The price shall include full compensation for 
all labor, transportation, tools, materials and equipment required for the installation of this Item. 
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ITEM 452.                              ASPHALT EMULSION FOR TACK COAT                              GALLON               
 
The work under this item shall conform to the relevant provisions of Section 400 of the Standard 
Specifications and the following: 
 
A tack coat of asphalt emulsion, grade RS-1 shall be uniformly applied to existing or new pavement surfaces 
prior to placing pavement courses as specified below.  The existing surface shall be swept clean of all foreign 
matter and loose material using a mechanical sweeper and shall be dry before the tack coat is applied. 

(1) Tack Distributor System. 
A pressure distributor shall be used to apply the tack coat.  The tack distributor system shall be 

equipped with the following to control and monitor the application: 
(a) System for heating the asphalt emulsion uniformly to specified temperature. 
(b) Thermometer for measuring the asphalt emulsion temperature. 
(c) Adjustable full circulation spray bar. 
(d) Positive controls including tachometer, pressure gauge, and volume measuring device. 
(2) Tack Application Requirements. 
When an HMA pavement course is placed on an existing pavement surface, a tack coat shall be 

applied at the rate of 1/20 gal/s.y. (0.20 liters/square meter).  All existing surfaces subjected to milling shall 
receive a tack coat at the rate of 1/10 gal/s.y. (0.40 liters/square meter). 

Any new HMA pavement course that has been open to traffic, or that was placed 30 days prior to 
placement of the subsequent pavement course, shall receive a tack coat at an application rate of 1/20 gal/s.y. 
(0.20 liters/square meter). 

When the surface of a new HMA pavement course is in a condition which in the Engineer's 
judgment is unsatisfactory for the direct placement of the subsequent pavement course, a tack coat 
shall be applied at the applicable rate specified above for the particular pavement surface 
condition. 
In addition to the requirements above, all vertical surfaces of curbs, edging, utilities, and drainage 

structures shall receive a thorough tack coat application immediately prior to placing each HMA pavement 
course. 

(3) Tack Inspection. 
The asphalt emulsion temperature and application rate shall be periodically measured and properly 

recorded by the Contractor on NETTCP Inspection Report Forms.  If the temperature or application rate is 
determined to not be in conformance with the specification requirements above, the Contractor shall make 
appropriate adjustments to the tack application operations. 
 
Method of Measurement 
 
Work under this Item shall be measured for payment by the gallon installed and accepted by the Town of 
Spencer. 
 
Basis of Payment 
 
Payment shall be paid for at the contract unit price per gallon.  The price shall include full compensation 
for all labor, transportation, tools, materials and equipment required for the installation of this Item. 
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ITEM 455.23                 HOT MIX ASPHALT STATE TOP                         TON 
ITEM 455.33              HOT MIX ASPHALT DENSE BINDER                         TON 
 
The work under this item shall conform to the relevant provisions of Section 400 of the Standard 
Specifications and the following: 
 
Item 455.23 HOT MIX ASPHALT STATE TOP will be used for the pavement mill and overlay as directed 
by the Town. 
 
Item 455.33 HOT MIX ASPHALT DENSE BINDER will be used for the repair of the trench associated 
with the installation of various sized pipes.  The trench will be cut back two feet (2’) on either side of the 
trench.  The pavement will be installed to match the existing depth of asphalt on Charlton Road in multiple 
courses.  The asphalt courses minimum depth required is 1.75” with maximum depth of 2.5”.  
 
The Contractor shall be responsible for development of all HMA job-mix formulas.  The aggregate gradation 
structure and target PG Asphalt Binder content of each job-mix formula HMA intermediate courses and HMA 
surface courses shall conform to the master ranges in M3.11.03 – Table A.  The aggregate gradation structure 
and target PG Asphalt Binder content shall conform to the master ranges in M3.11.03 – Table B.  All HMA 
job-mix formulas will be submitted to the Town of Spencer for final approval.  Two or more job-mix formulas 
per HMA mixture type may be approved for a particular plant, however, only HMA conforming to one job-mix 
formula is permitted to be produced and placed on any given day. 
 
The Contractor will provide the Supplier’s Certificate of Compliance (COC) and corresponding certified 
AASHTO M320 test results for each Supplier Lot of PGAB from which the HMA Producer’s PGAB was 
obtained.   
 
The Contractor shall produce and place a Control Strip Lot for all HMA pavement courses, with the 
exception of Leveling Courses, on the first day of HMA production.  The Control Strip will be used to 
verify that the HMA can be produced per specifications, to establish compaction patterns, and to verify that 
the equipment and processes for lay-down and compaction are capable of providing the HMA pavement 
course in conformance with specifications.   
 
The Contractor shall install Hot Mix Asphalt Curb Paver Laid as shown on plans and as directed by the 
Town of Spencer under this Item with the cost being considered incidental to this Item. 
 
HMA shall only be placed on dry, unfrozen surfaces and only when the temperature requirements contained in 
Table 450.5 below are met.

*When the air temperature falls below 50° F (10° C), extra precautions shall be taken in drying the 
aggregates, controlling the temperatures of the materials, placing, and compacting the mixtures. 
 

1. HMA Leveling Courses shall only be used when specified.  The HMA mixture used for a Leveling 
Course shall be as specified. 

2. A tack coat of asphalt emulsion, grade RS-1 shall be uniformly applied to existing or new pavement 
surfaces prior to placing pavement courses as specified below.  The existing surface shall be swept 
clean of all foreign matter and loose material using a mechanical sweeper and shall be dry before the 
tack coat is applied. 

3. No vehicular traffic or loads shall be permitted on the newly completed HMA pavement until 
adequate stability has been attained and the material has cooled sufficiently to a temperature of 140o F 
(60o C) or less as indicated by a surface type thermometer.   

4. The Engineer will perform Acceptance inspection of all HMA materials and placement in 
conformance with the contract requirements.  Acceptance inspection is intended to visually assess the 
quality of each HMA Lot produced and placed and will address only the inspection components of 
Materials and Workmanship in support of the Town’s final acceptance determination. 

Pavers. 
Each HMA pavement course shall be placed with one or more pavers at the specified grade,cross-slope, 
and lift thicknesses. 
(1) Paver Equipment Requirements. 
Each paver shall be a self-contained, power propelled unit and shall produce a finished surface of smooth 
and uniform texture without segregating, tearing, shoving or gouging the HMA. The pavers shall be 
equipped with the following: 
(a) A receiving hopper having sufficient capacity to ensure a uniform and continuous placementoperation. 
(b) Automatic feed controls, which are properly adjusted to maintain a uniform depth of material ahead of 
the screed. 
(c) Automatic screed controls with sensors capable of sensing the transverse slope of the screed, and 
providing the automatic signals that operate the screed to maintain grade and transverse slope. 
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(d) An adjustable vibratory screed with full-width screw augers and heated for the full width of the screed. 
(e) Capable of spreading and finishing HMA pavement courses in widths at least 12 inches (300mm) more 
than the width of one travel lane. 
(f) Capable of being operated at forward speeds to satisfactorily place the HMA. 
(2) Paver Operations. 
The Contractor shall ensure that the paver is loaded continuously to keep the placement operation moving. 
The volume of HMA in the paver receiving hopper shall remain above the paver tunnel during all paving 
operations. Proper practices shall be utilized to ensure that HMA is not dumped or spilled onto the prepared 
underlying surface in front of the paver by trucks unloading into the receiving hopper. 
 
Method of Measurement 
 
Work under this Item shall be measured for payment by the tonnage installed and accepted by the Town of 
Spencer. 
 
Basis of Payment 
 
Payment shall be paid for at the contract unit price per ton.  The price shall include full compensation for 
all labor, transportation, tools, materials and equipment required for the installation of this Item including 
all Hot Mix Asphalt Curb Paver Laid. 
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ITEM 482.3              SAWING ASPHALT PAVEMENT  LINEAR FOOT 
 
 
The work under this item shall conform to the relevant provisions of Section 400 of the Standard 
Specifications and the following: 
 
The work shall include the sawcutting of asphalt pavement at the limits of cold planing and as directed by 
the Town of Spencer. All edges of excavations made in existing asphalt pavements, including driveways, 
shall be squared by saw cutting with power-driven tools to provide a neat, clean edge for joining new 
pavement as shown on the Plans.  Ragged, uneven edges will not be accepted.  Areas that have been broken 
or undermined shall be edged neatly with minimum disturbance to remaining pavement. 
 
The existing asphalt pavement shall be sawcut through its full depth or to the elevation of the abutting 
proposed bituminous concrete pavement subgrade, whichever is lesser, where shown on the drawings and 
at all joints between existing and proposed pavements, to provide a uniform, vertical surface for the 
proposed pavement joint with the existing pavement. 
 
Sawcut edges which become broken, ragged or undermined as a result of the Contractor's operations shall 
be re-sawcut prior to the placement of abutting proposed pavement at no additional cost to Owner.  Sawing 
bituminous concrete will be measured for payment by the foot on the pavement surface complete in place. 
 
Method of Measurement 
 
Sawing asphalt pavement will be measured per linear foot. 
 
Basis of Payment 
 
Sawing asphalt pavement will be paid for at the contract unit price per foot which price shall include all 
labor, materials, equipment and incidental costs required to complete the work.   
 
Sawing pavements required as part of the installation of waterworks, storm drains, curb and hot-mix asphalt 
patches will be included as part of those Items and will not be included in the price per foot for this Item.   
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ITEM 686.12  CONCRETE HEADWALLS VARIOUS SIZES         LUMP SUM 
 
Description 
 

The work under this Item shall include, but not necessarily be limited to: all clearing and 
grubbing; all required excavation including earth, muck, and rock excavation; all required embankment, 
including gravel borrow and crushed stone for concrete headwall foundations and subgrades; all fine 
grading and compaction of subgrades and other embankments; new reinforced cement concrete headwalls 
with wingwalls for headwalls sized for 12# 18”, 24” and 36” pipes; all dewatering and control of water and 
stream flows; all as shown and specified on the contract drawings, as directed by the Engineer, and as 
specified herein. 
 
Materials and Construction Methods 
 

All materials and construction methods required for construction of each cement concrete 
headwall shall be in accordance with the applicable and relevant sections of the "Standard Specifications", 
the contract drawings, the Special Provisions as specified herein and direction given by the Engineer. 
 

All clearing and grubbing shall be done in accordance with Section 101, Clearing and Grubbing of 
the "Standard Specifications". 
 

The demolition of the existing concrete/stone masonry headwalls shall be done in accordance with 
Section 112, Demolition of Buildings, Structures and Bridges of the "Standard Specifications". 
 

Unclassified excavation and muck excavation shall be done in accordance with Section 120, 
Excavation for Structures of the "Standard Specifications". 
 

Culvert headwall and rock excavations shall be done in accordance with Section 140, Excavation 
for Structures of the "Standard Specifications". 
 

Dewatering and control of water and stream flows shall be as specified on the drawings, as 
directed by the Engineer, and in accordance with the relevant provisions of Section 140, Excavation for 
Structures of the "Standard Specifications. 

 
The location of all culvert headwalls and wingwall foundations shall be field verified and 

approved by the Town prior to the placement and installation of the pipe.  
 

All concrete for culvert headwalls and wingwall foundation shall be placed in the dry and the 
Contractor shall keep the work area dry by such means as approved by the Engineer. The Contractor can 
provide temporary diversion channels, sand bagging, sheeting, drains, flumes, well point dewatering 
systems, pumps or other effective procedures or structures together with all labor, materials, and equipment 
necessary to dewater the foundation areas in order to place and cure concrete in the dry. 

 
All gravel borrow and crushed stone for culvert headwall and wingwall foundation shall be 

supplied and installed as specified on the drawings and in accordance with Section 150, Embankment of the 
"Standard Specifications". 
 

Fine grading and compacting shall be done in accordance with Section 170, Grading of the 
"Standard Specifications". 
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Cement concrete masonry (4000 psi, 1-1/2 inch, 565) and epoxy coated steel reinforcement for 
structures, shall be supplied and installed as specified on the drawings and in accordance with Section 901, 
Cement Concrete Masonry of the "Standard Specifications". 
 
Measurement 
 

All of the above described work as shown on the drawings and specified herein will be measured 
and paid for at the contract lump sum price under the concrete headwalls sized for 18”, 24” and 36” pipes .  

 
Basis of Payment 
 

The lump sum price paid shall be full compensation for furnishing all materials, labor, equipment, 
tools, and incidentals necessary to complete the work in-place, as shown, and as specified for each concrete 
headwall. 
 

Payment will be full compensation for all clearing and grubbing, excavation, dewatering and water 
control, gravel borrow, crushed stone, fine grading and compacting, reinforced cement concrete  headwall 
with wingwalls, removal of bollard at location #4 and all incidental work. 

 
Rock excavation will be paid for at the contract unit price per cubic yard bid under Item 144, 

Class B, Rock Excavation. 
 
 
Demolition and disposal of the existing concrete/stone masonry headwalls; all required excavation 

including earth, muck, and rock will be paid for at the contract unit price per cubic yard under Item 120.1, 
Unclassified Excavation.  
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ITEM 697.                                                   SEDIMENTATION                                                     LINEAR                                     
           FENCE                                                                    FOOT 
Description 
 
 The work under this Item shall conform to Section 670 of the Standard Specifications and shall 
consist of furnishing installing, and removing sedimentation fence in accordance with these specifications 
and in close conformity with the lines and grades shown on the plans or established by the Engineer. 
 
Materials 
 
 Materials shall meet the requirements specified in Division 3, Materials, M 9.50.0, for Erosion 
Control/Slope Protection. 
 
 Wooden posts shall be at least 2 inches square by 4 feet long, and approved by the Engineer. 
 
 For each specific use, only commercially available fabric which is certified in writing by the 
manufacturer for the purpose intended shall be used. Torn or punctured fabrics shall not be used. The fabric 
shall be at least 3 feet wide. 
 
 Fabrics which are susceptible to damage from sunlight or heat shall be identified by suitable 
warning information on the packaging material and shall not be used in any installations where exposure to 
light will exceed 30 days, unless specifically authorized in writing by the Engineer. 
 
 The filter fabric shall have a cord (belt or rope) woven into the top edge of the roll to be used for 
attaching the fabric to the fence posts and providing support for the fabric. 
 
 The fence may also be replaced through the use of straw wattle. 
 
Construction Methods 
 
 Install fence posts no further than 8 feet apart along the line of the proposed fence. The top of the 
posts shall extend at least 2 feet above the normal water level. Posts shall be driven into the soil to a 
sufficient depth to form a stable support for the filter fabric. 
 
 Attach the fabric to the posts on the upstream side. Attachment of the fabric to the posts can be 
made with prefabricated pockets in the fabric, staples or other suitable arrangements approved by the 
Engineer. The fabric shall extend 2 feet above the normal water level and at least 1 foot shall extend 
horizontally along the soil at the bottom. Excavate a 6 x 6 inch trench along the bottom upstream side of the 
fence; wrap the bottom of the fabric around the inside of the trench and then backfill the soil into the fabric 
pocket so as to anchor the fence fabric. Soil shall then be placed over the horizontal bottom layer of fabric 
to a depth of 6 inches. 
 
 Fabric may be spliced together along the vertical edge by overlapping the pieces by one post 
spacing or 6 feet whichever is greater and securing the layer together at intervals of 2 inches. 
 
 Should the required height exceed the roll width, a second roll shall be used. The width shall be 
overlapped a minimum of 1 foot and the layers shall be secured together at not more than 2 foot intervals 
along the midpoint of the overlap. 
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 Installation procedures may be varied to comply with manufacturer's recommended procedures 
with the approval of the Engineer. The Contractor may submit alternate installation procedures for approval 
by the Engineer. 
 
 The installed fence shall be inspected daily by the Contractor and restored as necessary to its 
approved, newly installed condition. Accumulations of debris and/or silt shall be removed and properly 
disposed of as necessary at no additional cost. In no case shall accumulations of more than 4 inches above 
the original ground line be permitted to remain. If a breach or other failure of the fence occurs, the fence 
shall be immediately restored. Any delay in maintaining the fence shall be cause to immediately suspend 
the work as provided for in Subsection 8.09. 
 
Removal 
Following the completion of the work and stabilization of adjacent soil, the fence shall be completely 
removed from the site and the area restored to its original condition. 
 
 
Method of Measurement 
 
 Sedimentation Fence approved by the Engineer shall be measured in place by the length in feet 
along the top of the fence. Overlaps shall be measured as a single layer of cloth. 
 
Basis of Payment 
 
 The work described under this Item shall be paid for at the contract unit bid price per foot, 
complete in place for item 697 including hay bales with silt fence or straw wattle. This payment shall be 
considered as full compensation for all labor, tools, equipment, materials, and incidentals required to 
furnish, install, maintain, and remove the fence as described herein, as required by the Engineer, and as 
shown on the Contract Drawings. 
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ITEM 697.12.  FURNISH AND INSTALL SEDIMENT COLLECTION  EACH 
    SACKS IN DRAINAGE STRUCTURES 
 
The work to be done under this item shall include furnishing and installing sediment collection sacks in all 
existing and new drainage structures for the protection of the environment. 
 
Construction 
 
All existing and new drainage structures within limits of work shall have sediment collection sacks 
installed and maintained in good working condition until the completion of all construction activities within 
drainage collection area of each drainage structure. Sediment collection sacks shall be cleaned after each 
rain event and the collected material shall be removed and lawfully discarded. Sediment collection sacks 
shall be replaced if damaged, if no longer working properly and/or as directed by the Resident Engineer.   
Refer to detail provided below showing the sediment collection sack device.  Contractor shall be 
responsible for field measuring all existing and new drainage structures to ensure that the proper size 
sediment collection sack is provided for each structure. 
 
Sediment Collection Sack Material Specifications: 
 
The sediment collection sack shall be manufactured from a woven polypropylene fabric with an oil-
absorbent pillow insert or made completely from an oil-absorbent fabric with a woven pillow insert that 
meets or exceeds the following specifications.

Method of Measurement: 
 
Furnishing and installing or replacing sediment collection sacks shall be measured as each unit installed 
and counted by the Engineer. 
 
Basis of Payment: 
 
Furnishing and installing or replacing sediment collection sacks shall be paid for at the contract unit price 
per sediment collection sack installed as counted by the Engineer.  The removal and disposal of sediments 
and debris from the sediment collection sacks and the removal and disposal of all sediment collection sacks 
shall be incidental to this item. 
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ITEM 751                                                   LOAM BORROW                                              CUBIC YARD           
 
Description 
 

This work shall consist of furnishing and placing loam borrow on an approved subgrade, 
complete-in-place, in conformity with these Specifications at the locations and to the dimensions, lines and 
grades as directed by the Owner. 
 
Materials 
 

Loam shall consist of fertile, friable natural topsoil, without admixtures of subsoil, refuse or other 
foreign materials, and shall be obtained from a well-drained arable site.  The loam shall be of dark color 
when dry, and shall be of such a mixture of sand, silt, and clayey particles as to exhibit sandy and clayey 
properties in about equal proportions.  It shall contain not less than 4 percent of organic matter, and shall be 
reasonably free from stumps, roots, hard dirt, heavy or stiff clay, stones larger than one-inch in diameter, 
lumps, coarse sand, noxious weeds, sticks, brush, or other litter. 
 

Prior to stripping, the loam shall have demonstrated by the occurrence upon it of healthy crops, 
grass or other vegetative growth, that it is reasonably well drained and that it does not contain toxic 
amounts of either acid or alkaline elements. 
 

The depth to which the loam is to be taken shall be such that, when removed by mechanical means 
or by hand, the materials will be of the same composition and structure throughout.  Loam shall not be 
delivered to the site in a frozen or muddy condition. 
 

The Contractor shall notify the Owner in writing, at least four weeks in advance of the time he 
intends placing loam, stating the location and amount of the deposit, and the name and address of the 
owner. He shall also furnish such facilities, as the Owner may require for collecting, forwarding and testing 
samples. All costs relative to the testing of loam shall be borne by the Contractor. 
 

The Owner, at his discretion, may require samples for testing be taken in the field under the 
direction of the Owner. No loam may be placed without prior authorization from the Owner. 
 

For testing, the samples shall be thoroughly oven dried to a constant weight at a temperature of 
221°F.  The loam shall contain not less than 4 percent nor more than 20 percent organic matter as 
determined by loss on ignition of the oven-dried samples.  Other tests will be run as necessary to determine 
whether it is satisfactory for the intended use. 
 

If, after testing of the samples, the loam is found to be unsatisfactory for the intended use, the 
Owner may require, as a requisite for acceptance, that the Contractor, without additional compensation, add 
to the loam proposed by him for use, lime, particular fertilizer, or particular humus, as directed, in order to 
make the loam suitable. 
 

Limestone shall consist of pulverized limestone obtained by grinding either calcareous or 
dolomitic limestone so that 95 percent of the material will pass a No. 20 sieve and at least 50 percent will 
pass a No. 100 sieve.  The limestone shall have a neutralizing value, satisfactory to the Owner, and shall 
comply with those provisions of General Laws, Chapter 94, as amended, which relate to commercial 
fertilizers. 
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Fertilizer - Fertilizer shall be furnished in containers plainly marked with the chemical analysis of 

the product and it shall have one of the following compositions by weight:

At least 50 percent by weight of the nitrogen content shall be derived from organic materials. The 
fertilizer shall comply with provisions of MGL, Chapter 94, as amended, relating to fertilizers. 
 
Construction Methods 
 

After approval of the rough grading, the loam shall be hauled, deposited and spread 4 inches in 
depth, on the areas designated by the Owner. All grass and weed growth on the areas designated to be 
loamed and seeded shall be removed before the loam is placed thereon.  After the loam has been spread, it 
shall be carefully prepared by spading or harrowing, and raking with iron rakes.  All large stiff clods, 
lumps, large stones, brush, roots, stumps, litter, and other foreign material shall be removed from the 
loamed area and disposed of in a manner satisfactory to the Owner. 
 

The compaction shall be equivalent to that produced by a hand roller weighing from 75 to 100 
pounds per foot of width.  All depressions caused by settlement or rolling shall be filled with additional 
loam, and the surface shall be re-graded and rolled until it presents a reasonably smooth and even finish and 
is up to the required grade. 
 

During hauling operations, the roadway and parking lot surface shall be kept clean, and any loam 
or other dirt which may be brought upon the surface shall be removed promptly and thoroughly before it 
becomes compacted by traffic. 
 

Limestone, where necessary, shall be spread and thoroughly incorporated in the layer of loam to 
adjust the acidity of the loam. The rate of application of the limestone will vary up to a maximum of one 
pound per square yard.  The limestone shall be thoroughly incorporated into the layer of loam and the upper 
one-inch of the underlying subsoil by harrowing or other methods satisfactory to the Owner. 
 

Prior to seeding, all loamed areas shall have fertilizer spread on the top layer of loam at the rate of 
approximately two-tenths (0.2) of a pound per square yard, and worked into the seed bed.  The full depth of 
loam shall then be spaded or harrowed, and then graded and rolled to the required cross section. 

 
Measurement 
 

The quantity of Loam Borrow to be measured is the number of cubic yards furnished, complete-in-
place, and accepted by the Owner, as follows: the number of square yards of loam borrow furnished and 
placed in accordance with these Specifications times the specified depth. 
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Payment 
 

The contract unit price per cubic yard bid for ITEM 751., LOAM BORROW shall constitute full 
compensation for furnishing, placing and compacting all materials, including loam borrow, fertilizer, 
limestone and any other materials that may be required to make the loam suitable for the intended use; for 
testing the loam borrow as the Owner may require; for protection and maintenance, including watering; and 
for furnishing all labor, tools and equipment which are required to complete the work. 
 

No payment will be made for loam borrow in areas where it has been determined that the loam has 
not been placed to the depths required as specified herein or as directed by the Owner. 
 
 
ITEM 765.                                                             SEEDING                                             SQUARE YARD  
 
Description 
 

This work shall consist of furnishing and placing seed on an approved seed bed complete-in-place, 
in conformity with these Specifications, and as directed by the Owner. 
 
Materials 
 

The grass seed furnished shall be of the previous year's crop and in no case shall the weed seed 
content exceed one percent by weight.  The grass seed mixture shall conform to the requirements specified 
in Subsection M6.03.8, Seed for Slopes and Shoulders of Division III, Materials, of the “Standard 
Specifications”. 
 
Construction Methods 
 

After the loamed areas have been prepared and treated as described in ITEM 751., LOAM 
BORROW, grass seed conforming to the requirements specified herein shall be carefully sown thereon, at 
the rate recommended by the manufacturer.  Sowing shall be done on a calm day, preferably by machine, 
but, if by hand, only by experienced workmen.  No seeding shall be done during windy weather or when 
the ground is frozen, wet, or otherwise non-tillable.  One-half the seed shall be sown in one direction, and 
the other half at right angles to the original direction.  It shall be lightly raked into the soil to a depth not 
over 1/4-inch and rolled with a hand roller weighing not over 100 pounds per linear foot of tread. 
 

The seeded areas shall be carefully and suitably sprinkled with water, from time to time, as 
required to produce a satisfactory growth and/or as directed by the Owner. 
 

Unless otherwise approved, seeding shall be done during the approximate periods of April 1 to 
May 15, and August 15 to October 1, when soil conditions and weather are suitable for such work. 
 

If necessary, suitable signs and barricades of brush or other materials shall be placed to protect the 
seeded areas. 
 

After the seed has germinated, all of the areas greater than eight (8) square inches, which fail to 
show a uniform stand of grass for any reasons whatsoever, shall be reseeded as necessary until all areas are 
covered with a satisfactory, uniform stand of grass. 
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Measurement 
 

The quantity to be measured is the number of square yards seeded, complete-in-place, and 
accepted by the Owner.   
 
Basis of Payment 
 

Payment shall be made at the contract unit price per square yard bid for ITEM 765., SEEDING 
shall constitute full compensation for furnishing, placing and compacting the seed; for protection and 
maintenance; including watering; and for furnishing all labor, tools and equipment which are required to 
complete the work. 
 

No payment will be made for seeding in areas where it has not been placed in sufficient quantities 
as specified herein or as directed by the Owner. 

 
 

ITEM 767.12                            COMPOST FILTER TUBES                                    LINEAR FOOT 
 
Description 
 
 The purpose of this item is to provide a linear, compost-filled tube for filtering suspended 
sediments from storm water flow.  This item shall conform to the requirements of Section 751 and 767 of 
the Standard Specifications and the following. 
 
 Material for the filter tubes shall be compost meeting M1.06.0, except that no manure or bio-solids 
shall be used.  In addition, no kiln-dried wood or construction debris shall be allowed. Compost shall pass 
through a 3 inch (75mm) sieve. 
 
 Tubes for compost filters shall be a minimum of 12 inches (300 mm) maximum of 18” (450mm) 
in diameter, and shall be jute mesh or approved biodegradable material.  Additional tubes shall be used at 
the direction of the Town. 
 
 Stakes for anchors, if required, shall be nominal 2x2 stakes. 
 
Construction Methods 
 
 Tubes of compost may be filled on site or shipped.  Tubes shall be placed, filled and staked in 
place as required to ensure stability against water flows. All tubes shall be tamped to ensure good contact 
with soil. 
 
 The Contractor shall ensure that the filter tubes function as intended at all times. Tubes shall be 
inspected after each rainfall and at least daily during prolonged rainfall.  The Contractor shall immediately 
correct all deficiencies, including, but not limited, to washout, overtopping, clogging due to sediment, and 
erosion.  The contractor shall review location of tubes in areas where construction activity causes drainage 
runoff to ensure that the tubes are properly located for effectiveness.  Where deficiencies exist, such as 
overtopping or wash-out, additional staking or compost material shall be installed as required by the Town.  
Contractor shall remove sediment deposits as necessary to maintain the filters in working condition. 
 
 Filter tubes shall be removed by the Contractor when site conditions are sufficiently stable to 
prevent surface erosion, and after receiving permission to do so from the Town. All tube fabric shall be cut 
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and removed and disposed of off-site by the Contractor. At the direction of the Town, the Contractor may 
rake out and seed mulch material so that it is no greater than 2 inches (50 mm) in depth on soil substrate.   
 
Measurement 
 
 Measurement for this item shall be by the foot of compost installed, approved, and maintained in 
place.   
 
Basis of Payment 
 
Payment shall be the bid price and shall be compensation for all labor equipment and materials necessary to 
complete the work specified above, including, but not limited to, stakes and tube fabric, removal and 
disposal of fabric and stakes, raking and seeding of compost. 
 
ITEM 852.                                             SAFETY SIGNING                                      SQUARE FOOT 

FOR CONSTRUCTION OPERATIONS 
 
The work under this item shall conform to the relevant provisions of Section 800 of the Standard 
Specifications and the following: 
 
 
Method of Measurement 
 
This item shall be measured per square foot by the Engineer on all safety signage used on this project. 
 
Basis of Payment: 
 
This item shall be paid at the contract unit price which shall include all labor, tools, equipment, materials, 
and incidental expenses necessary to complete these items to the satisfaction of the Engineer. 
 
ITEM 859.                       REFLECTORIZED DRUM WITH FLASHER (TYPE A)        DRUM DAY 
 
The work under this item shall conform to the relevant provisions of Section 800 of the Standard 
Specifications and the following: 
 
 
Only plastic drums will be utilized on this project. Plastic drums shall not be less than 18" in any diameter 
transverse to the direction of traffic flow, nor less than 14" in any diameter with one flat surface for 
resistance to roll. 
 
Use of flexible reflective sheeting is required on all plastic drums as per the Massachusetts Standard 
Drawings for Signs and Supports, 1990. 
 
Drums shall conform to the requirements of NCHRP 350. 
 
Measurement and Payment: 

Reflectorized Drums shall be measured and paid as the number of actual drums used per day as measured 
by the Town of Spencer. 
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ITEM 867.06         6 INCH REFLECTORIZED YELLOW LINE (THERMOPLASTIC)           FOOT 
  
Work under this item shall conform to the relevant provisions of Section 860 of the MHD Standard 
Specifications for Highways and Bridges and the following:  

 
PAVEMENT MARKINGS 
 
The Town of Spencer will NOT provide a line of reference for establishing the pavement markings except 
for crosswalks. Crosswalks will be shown on sketches. It shall be the responsibility of the Contractor to 
reference and record all existing pavement markings, their locations and dimensions for reproduction after 
final paving.  The recording shall be done prior to any other work on the project and copies given to the 
Town of Spencer.  
 
All permanent pavement markings must be applied within one (1) week of paving the top course. Upon 
completing the paving of the top course within any section of roadway the permanent pavement markings 
must be applied, the Contractor shall not wait until all of the paving has been completed prior to applying 
the permanent pavement markings.  If markings do not begin at this time, this could be cause for 
suspending resurfacing operation until such pavement markings have been applied.  The Town of Spencer 
may direct the Contractor to apply additional pavement markings. 
 
Construction Methods: 

Crosswalks shall be installed as per Detail included in this Contract. 
 

Measurement and Payment: 

Crosswalks and stop lines shall be paid for at the contract unit price for the actual square footage of 
crosswalk markings and stop-line markings placed as measured by the Town of Spencer. 
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Guarantee: 
 
The Contractor shall supply with the bid a notarization statement guaranteeing the thermoplastic materials 
furnished and installed under these specifications, for a period of three (3) years, against failure due to poor 
adhesion resulting from defective material or method of application. 
 
On traffic surfaces placed within the last three construction season, the successful bidder or bidders shall 
guarantee to replace without cost to the Town of Spencer, that part of the traffic markings which, in the 
opinion of the Town of Spencer, have not remained to perform useful service whenever the deficiency 
exceeds: 
 
 20% of the linear footage placed after (1) year 
 40% of the linear footage placed after (2) years 
 
The replacement material installed under the guarantee shall be guaranteed the same as the original 
materials from the date of the original installation.

Description 
 

The work to be done under this Item of work shall conform to the applicable provisions and 
requirements of Section 150. Revetment, of the “Standard Specifications”, except as amended herein.  This 
work shall consist of placing modified rockfill as a sedimentation forebay, placing modified rockfill as rip 
rap at the inlet and outlet of culverts as shown on plans, inclusive of all excavation, construction of a 
foundation consisting of crushed stone wrapped in filter fabric, and in accordance with the details shown on 
the Contract Drawings as specified herein and as directed by the Engineer. 

 
Materials  
 

Crushed stone for the stone rip rap foundations shall conform to the requirements specified within 
Section 900 of the “Standard Specifications”. 

 
Modified Rockfill shall consist of hard, durable angular shaped stones which are the product of the 

primary crushing of a stone crusher.  Rounded stone, boulders, sandstone and similar soft stone or 
relatively thin slabs will not be acceptable. 

 
All stone placed at Location # 3, near Crestwood Road, shall be prewashed prior to installation. 
 
The composition of the material shall be free from overburden, spoil, shale, organic material and

Filter fabric shall be Type II conforming to the requirements specified in Sub-section M9.50.0, 

Geotextile Fabrics of Division III Materials, of the "Standard Specifications". 
 
Construction Methods 
 
 
Where the required thickness is 8 inches or less, the material may be placed and compacted in one layer. 
Where the required thickness is more than 8 inches, the material shall be placed and compacted in two or 
more layers of approximately equal thickness, but the maximum compacted thickness of any one layer shall 
not exceed 8 inches. 
 
Modified Rockfill material shall be placed and compacted in conformance with the relevant provisions and 
requirements specified under Subsection 150 of the "Standard Specifications" as applicable, except as noted 
on the Contract Drawings and elsewhere within these Specifications. 
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The finished surface of the stone base shall be smooth and uniform and true to the required grade and cross 
section. The surface of the grading plane at any point shall not vary more than 3/8-inch above or below the 
grade established by the Engineer and to a maximum irregularity not exceeding 3/8-inch under a 10-foot 
longitudinal line. 
 
 
Modified Rockfill courses that do not conform to the above requirements shall be shaped to conform to the 
specified tolerance and recompacted. The Contractor shall repair at his expense any damage to the prepared 
gravel sub-base and base courses caused by his operations or by use of public traffic. No material shall be 
placed upon the prepared gravel base course until it is in a condition meeting the requirements specified. 
 
Basis of Payment 
 

The unit price per ton bid will be paid for ITEM 983.5. MODIFIED ROCKFILL, which price 
shall be full compensation for all excavation and backfill; for furnishing all materials including filter fabric 
wrapped foundation; and for furnishing all labor, tools, equipment, and all else in connection therewith and 
incidental thereto. 

 
ITEM 999.1    POLICE DETAIL          HOURLY 
 
Description 
 
The Contractor shall be responsible for maintenance of traffic and protection of the work site at all times. 
 
The Spencer police Chief will determine when a detail is necessary.  The Town of Spencer requires a police 
detail when work is performed on streets of sidewalks in the Town of Spencer.  Police details will be 
utilized for public safety throughout the project. 
 
The Contractor shall be responsible for to schedule and/or cancel detail officers due to weather, schedule, 
conflicts, etc.  This schedule request must be coordinated with the Town of Spencer Police Department 
directly and shared with the Spencer Utilities and Facilities Office for informational purposes. 
 
Basis of Payment 
 
The payment shall be considered an allowance of funds available to compensate for police details.  The 
allowance price set is merely an estimate of the total cost of police details. 
 
Payment under this item shall be made for the actual invoiced cost of police details.  The Contractor will 
make payment directly to the Town of Spencer Police Department.  All Police Detail costs must be paid in 
full by the Contractor prior to the Town’s approval of final payment invoice under this contract. 
 
The Town shall have the right, at the Town’s election, to deduct from the Contractor any payment 
amounts past due to the Police Department in order to reimburse the Police Department directly.

CEMENT CONCRETE MIXES 
 
DESCRIPTION 
 
Scope 
 
In accordance with MGL Chapter 303 Acts of 2008, Section 60 Price Adjustments are included in this 
contract. This Price Adjustment will occur on a monthly basis. 
 
The Price Adjustment will be based on the variance in price for the Portland cement component only from 
the Base Price to the Period Price. It shall not include transportation or other charges. 
 
The Base Price of Portland cement on a project is a fixed price determined at the time of bid by the 
Department by using the same method as for the determination of the Period Price (see below) and found in 
the Notice to Contractors. 
 
MEASUREMENT 
 
Period Price 
 
The Period Price of Portland cement will be determined by using the latest published price, in dollars per 
ton (U.S.), for Portland cement (Type I) quoted for Spencer, U.S.A. in the Construction Economics 
section of ENR Engineering News-Record magazine or at the ENR website http://www.enr.com under 
Construction Economics. The Period Price will be posted on the MassDOT’s website the Wednesday 
immediately following the publishing of the monthly price in ENR, which is normally the first week of the 
month. 
 
PAYMENT 
 
The Contract Price of the Portland cement concrete mix will be paid under the respective item in the 
Contract. The price adjustment, as herein provided, upwards or downwards, will be made after the work 
has been performed, using the monthly period price for the month during which the work was performed. 
The price adjustment applies only to the actual Portland cement content in the mix placed on the job in 
accordance with the Standard Specifications for Highways and Bridges, Division III, Section M4.02.01. 
No adjustments will be made for any cement replacement materials such as fly ash or ground granulated 
blast furnace slag. 
 
The Price Adjustment will be a separate payment item. It will be determined by multiplying the 
number of cubic yards of Portland cement concrete placed during each monthly period times the 
Portland cement content percentage times the variance in price between the Base Price and Period 
Price of Portland cement. 
 
This Price Adjustment will be paid only if the variance from the Base Price is 5% or more for a monthly 
period. The complete adjustment will be paid in all cases with no deduction of the 5% from either upward 
or downward adjustments. 
 
No Price Adjustment will be allowed beyond the Completion Date of this Contract, unless there is a 
Department-approved extension of time.

In accordance with MGL Chapter 303 Acts of 2008, Section 60 Price Adjustments are included in this 
contract. 
 
The Price Adjustment will be based on the variance in price for the Liquid Asphalt component only from 
the Base Price to the Period Price. It shall not include transportation or other charges. This Price 
Adjustment will occur on a monthly basis. 
 
The Base Price of Liquid Asphalt on a project as listed in the Notice to Contractors section of the bid 
documents is a fixed price determined at the time of bid by the Department by using the same method as 
for the determination of the Period Price detailed below. 
 
Measurement 
 
Period Price 
 
The period price will be set by the MassDOT.  Please note that, starting December 15, 2008, two sets of 
prices will be posted each month on the MassDOT website at http://www.mhd.state.ma.us/. They will be 
labeled “New Asphalt Period Price Method” and “Old Asphalt Period Price Method”. The  Town of 
Spencer will work using only the “New Asphalt Period Price Method” is for contracts bid after December 
and will show the Period Price of Liquid Asphalt for each monthly period as determined by the MassDOT 
using the average selling price per standard ton of PG64-28 paving grade (primary binder classification) 
asphalt, FOB manufacturer's terminal, as listed under the "East Coast Market - New England, Spencer, 
Massachusetts area "section of the Poten & Partners, Inc. "Asphalt Weekly Monitor". This average selling 
price is listed in the issue having a publication date of the second Friday of the month and will be posted as 
the Period Price for that month. The MassDOT will post this Period Price on this website within two (2) 
business days following their receipt of the relevant issue of the "Asphalt Weekly Monitor". Poten and 
Partners has granted the MassDOT the right to publish this specific asphalt price information sourced from 
the Asphalt Weekly Monitor. 
 
Payment 
 
The Contract Price of the hot mix asphalt mixture will be paid under the respective item in the Contract. 
The price adjustment, as herein provided, upwards or downwards, will be made after the work has been 
performed, using the monthly period price for the month during which the work was performed. 
 
The price adjustment applies only to the actual virgin Liquid Asphalt content in the mixture placed on the 
job in accordance with the Mass Highway Standard Specifications for Highways and Bridges, Division III, 
Section M3.11.03. 
 
The Price Adjustment will be a separate payment item. It will be determined by multiplying the 
number of tons of hot mix asphalt mixtures placed during each monthly period times the Liquid 
Asphalt content percentage times the variance in price between Base Price and Period Price of 
Liquid Asphalt. 
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This Price Adjustment will be paid only if the variance from the Base Price is 5% or more for a monthly 
period. The complete adjustment will be paid in all cases with no deduction of the 5% from either upward 
or downward adjustments. 
 
No Price Adjustment will be allowed beyond the Completion Date of this Contract, unless there is a Town 
of Spencer approved extension of time.

Scope 
 
In accordance with MGL Chapter 303 Acts of 2008, Section 60 Price Adjustments are included in this 
contract. This Price Adjustment will occur on a monthly basis.  This monthly fuel price adjustment is 
inserted in this contract because the national and worldwide energy situation has made the future cost of 
fuel unpredictable. This adjustment will provide for either additional compensation to the Contractor or 
repayment to the Town of Spencer, depending on an increase or decrease in the average price of diesel fuel 
or gasoline. 
 
This adjustment will be based on fuel usage factors for various items of work developed by the Highway 
Research Board in Circular 158, dated July 1974. These factors will be multiplied by the quantities of work 
done in each item during each monthly period and further multiplied by the variance in price from the Base 
Price to the Period Price. 
 
MEASUREMENT 
The Base Price of Diesel Fuel and Gasoline will be the price as indicated in the Department’s web site 
(www.mhd.state.ma.us) for the month in which the contract was bid, which includes State Tax. 
 
The Period Price will be the average of prices charged to the State, including State Tax for the bulk 
purchases made during each month. 
 
This adjustment will be effected only if the variance from the Base Price is 5% or more for a monthly 
period. The complete adjustment will be paid in all cases with no deduction of the 5% from either upward 
or downward adjustments. 
 
No adjustment will be paid for work done beyond the extended completion date of any contract. 
 
Any adjustment (increase or decrease) to estimated quantities made to each item at the time of final 
payment will have the fuel price adjustment figured at the average period price for the entire term of the 
project for the difference of quantity.
